tor wa.-;hinf; it. When the sugar and but-
ter are well creamed, nddaluwﬁ' oue quart
of tepid new milk and four pounds of
sifted flour; mix well into it a teacupful
of lively home-made yeast, and pulin a

four or five hours, then mix into this bat-
ter another pound each of butter and sugar,
well ereamed together, and, it needed, a
little more flour. Have ready two pounds
of raisins, seeded and cut fine, and half a
pound of currants,y Mix a small quantity
of flour through the fruit, and stir into the
batter with a very small portion of pulver-
ized mace, Let the batter rise again, stir
well with a spoon or the hands, and r
into thin well-buttered tins, putting them
in 2 warm place until they commence to
rise uguin ; then set into a slack oven, in-
crcasing the heat gradually until hot
enough, and bake about an hour and a
quarter, trying thein with a broom splinter
before taking out,

Anum For EXTERMINATING INSECTS.—
Mrs, 5. 0. Johnson writes to the Country
Gentleman : “Powdered alum or borax
will keep the chintz bug at a respectable
distanee, and travelers should always carry
a bundle of it in their hand-bags to scatter
over and under their pillows in holes, ete.
While staying ata hotel in Denver, Col,,
with a party, most of whoun complained

of the nightly attacks of these dis-
g nseets, [ was able to keep them
vntirely at bay b{y its use, and I distributed
mtd;ﬂ;]' of my bundle ﬂ;ur;nﬁ' the
party, not only to their great velief, but to
the utler discomfiture of the bugs, who
were foreed 1o sefk new pastures, No in-
sect which erawls can lve under the appli-
cation of hot alum water. It will destroy
red and black ants, coekroaehes, epiders,
chintz bugs and ull the myriads of crawling
pests which infest our houses during the
heated term, Take two pounds of alum
antl dissolve it in three or four quarts of
boiling water: let it stand on the stove,
until the alam is all melted 1 then apply it
with a brush while nearly boiling hot, to
every joint and ereviee your closets,
bedsteads, pantry shelves, and ‘the like,
Drushthe erevices in the floor, of the skirt-
ing or mop boards, il you suspeet they
harbor vermin. When whitéwashing a
eeiling plenty of alum should be added to
the lime 3 it wiil also serve to keep insects
at a distance. Cockroaches will flee the
paint whieh has been washed in cool alum
water, Sugar barrels and boxes can be
freed from untz by drawing a wide chalk
mark just around the edge of the top of
them. The mark must unbroken, or
‘they will ercep over it: but a ocontinuons
chalk mark. half an inch in width, will set
their depredations at nanght.

The seazon for fattening and marketing
our poultry is upon us, and a word to
farmers now is in order in reference to
saving the best for the reproduction of fu-
ture flocks. The eustomary method is to

oped first, and to continue the process as
long as any are left to_be marketed, thus
leaving the cullings of the whole vear's
production to reproduce the flocks of the
suceeeding year, This i not the universal
practice, but it I8 much too common.
“armers in thi= exhibit 4 lack of gumption.
While few would be willing to breed stock
of any other kind from their poorest speci-
mens, there seems to be an indifference on
this point which is little short of foolish-
ness, The proper way to proceed is to fix
in the mind a type or ideal form of what a
first-class market fowl should be, and then
work up toit. The way to form your
ideal is to study the subject, Examine
improved breeds; attend poultry shows,
not for the novelty of the thing, but for in-
formation ; visit the yards of fanciers and
amateurs ; anid above all, study the defects
of your own flock, and how te eradicate
them. Mark a large number of the earliest
and best of the whole tlock., Fatten and
murket the poorest first, after thiz begin to
weed out from those that have been mark-
ed, leaving only those that come nearest
your type of standard. All leggy, seraggy,
or ill-shaped specimens are to be marketed,
and enly the best saved for breeding  pur-
poses,

A good market fowl should have a small
bone, a ]:lmnv round body, as great width
and depth of breast as possible, It should
stand firnn on its legs, which should be
moderately shortand well apart; the more
welght of carcass there is in front of the
leg the better, The English Gray Dorking
is perhaps the nearest approach to the
ideal table birdl: buat like many other
ideals, it is diffieult to realize with us, The
Hondon of the Freneh, and the Plymouth
Rock of our own New-England, both of
which have Dorking blood in them, are
our best acclimated breeds for table use.
The Plymouth Rock fowl will in time be-
come as famous with us as the Dorking is
in England. Here iz a hint that farmers
may elahorate for themselves, If they will
begin this year to select their breeding
stock, the improvement will be so obvious
that it will be continued from year to year
with ever-inereasing advantage.—A. M. D,
in N. ¥, Tribune.
