Oneuof the most wonderfal eircam-
stanoces in the history of this nation is
the eutire succoss’ of reconstruction
after the war.

hate and to keep the passions 4t wuile
heat for sn bundred years. But the
fact is within two decsdes after the
lsst gun boom huartling ile leaden
meseenger of death every memory of
strife apparently has been wiped from
the hearts of the people of both sec-
tions, Such & thing is sanomolous, un-
heard of and truly wonderfol, but
when we reflect on the leading charac-
teristica of the people we can under-
stand how such things can occur. Our
pzople are manly. placable and fuir-
minded. There was right snd wrong
on both sides, both fisd wrongs to for-
give, and bBoth were equal to the oceca-
Elun.

Then, too,there néver was a govern-
ment like ours. Never one so gener-
ous, 30: strong or so forbearing, nor
rebels who ever réturned to their al-
laginnce go soon, o completely or =0
entirely a8 did ours.

Thereis not s rebel
soldier of all the bosts who laid down
their arms at the close of the war, but
would be first to epring % arms in de-
fense' of their reonnstrocted pation-
ality, nor are tbere soldiers of the

union forces who would fight langer or
harder fur ite defonee,

& lerytrial, gone through it sufely, and
the tesy s worth infinitely more Lo us
than the enormous sums it cost us to
win it —either In iresasure or in blood,
Alithat is now needed 18 shat we steer
closely by thie chiart furnished by the
constitution and all eaases for future
bad feeling will be lost to us foreyer.
