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FRUIT IN UTAH VALLEY.

There is nothing plsiner to old set-
tlers, and indeed new settlers ae well,
thut in ull the western states of this
upion thers i mo beltsr, more exten-
sive or sufer froit-growing vegion than
{8 to be found within =ght of Ulah
lake and the spires of the city of 'rovo.
The soil i= for the moest part disinteg-
rated grauite mixed with siith laid
bare by the receding lake in the years
of the past. This mixture his a plenti-
ful admizture of sund also. The fact
is, nny tree planted here and keplir-
rigated, hae 84 most extrsordinarilly
rapid growih, bul spple, pear, peach,
plum and prune trees all grow with
extraordinary rapidity wnd vigor, and
when eared for in' the least, the yield
of fruitis enormous, 1o this country
there is bardly 8 door yard or garden
plat of any kind which bias not its own
compliment of trees, but more especi-
ally freit trees. Indeed, Prove has
much the appeatunce uf a huge orchard,
and vet among all the myriads of apple
trees in this city, there is not to be
found a sirgle healthy bearing tree, or
one whose fruit is not specked and
wortny, as the fruit beging to ripen.
The slightest care generally exercised
would soon eradicate the insécts irom
which the worms come, and heulthy
trees, sound frut snd great profit wonla
soon come with the exercise only ofa
little intelligent care. If to this
sdded a bit of intelligent pruning the
home-keepers and farmers of Utah
valley would evon have another
profituble indastry st but littie cost to*
thetn sand immenee satisfaclion to all,

A fruit fdilure in this valley i3 & rare
event, Iu fact we doubt if an abso-
Iote {ailute was ever recorded here, Of
oourse all of our tree-lands are irri-
geted. If water is &t on early enuogh
tofrecze about the roots of the irees,
the buds may be held back until every
spprehension of danger from late frosts
may beavoided, while giving the suil
an added fentility and strength from
this treatment. Indeed there i3 no
quality of soll, climate or water absent
which goes ‘to make of thiz the very
choicest fculfSETOWINE region of the

Unlted States. The pest, the only one
is that which man permits to invade
our orchards when it might be eradi-
cated with o little labor and with per-
fect cerlainty,

A gentieman, Mr, Bisbee, of Denver
who is traveling for a fruit house in Den-
ver, was here yeslerday. He recently
went to Moab on the Grand snd bought
the product of one wpple orchard there
hauling the fruit to Cisco and Tomp-
s0on's Springe for shipment. This froit
netted to the owner of the orchard §1.50
per barrel and amountad in groes toe
little over $1,100.00, This fruit was
gimply an incident to our Moab friend’s
farming operations, Quite a hand-
some incident we should say, indeed,
Just as fine apples can be grown right
here in the gardens of Provo or any-
where else in this county as at Moab.

Sappose our people, in thia city at
least, declare immediste, onrelenting
war upon the beetles and mothe, Sup-
poee we get some fine pruning knives
and make them sharp and ¢o at our
old trees and whip them intoshape for
bearing & crop of fine markstable spples
next season, If we do,there wont be a
single hoossholder in Prove who will
nolt bave revenue enough from this
source to pay his taxes and his entire
grocery bills for the year. We eur-
nestly desire to impress this great fruth
upon our people and hope to see some
among them at the very least, profit by
the Mouxb man's experience.

shat, during the 10 woeeks of its sivge;
Napoleon, in addition to a bavonst
wound in his thigh, had three horses
shot under him, while at the siege of
Aore during the expedition to Egypt he
lost no fewer than four in the same
manner,

During the last days of his life, when
saptivity, disappointment and sicknes
nad wall nigh completed their waork, it
18 said that the agony of his fatal dis.
enso drew from im on many occasions
the pitifal ory of, *“Why did the cannov
balls spare me?"’

During his long military career Na-
poleon fought 60 battles, while Crpesar
fought but 60. In the early part of his
carcer ho was utterly reckless of dunger
while on the battlefield, and this spirit
of fearlessness contributed largely to
the love and esteem in whioh he wans
beld by his armnics There was a curions
belief among the English in Napoleon's
time thut be had never been wonndad,
and indeed the report was ocurrent that
ho carefully, if not in a cowardly man
oer, refrained from exposing himself.
Nothing conld be mors contrary to the
truth, for he wos in reality several
Hmes severely wounded, but ns he wish.
ed to impress npon his troops the belied
thiat gond fortune never deserted him,
and that, like Achilles, he was well
aigh involperable he alwnys made a
gecret of his mnoy dangers.  He thero
