SNATCHED FROM DEATH. 

Bow s Man's Heart Got »«»placed 
an licked on tbe n'roni Side. 

"Do I look like a man who baa been 
so near deatli that the funeral arrange-« 
menta were made?" The questioner 
was Ticket Agent Warford, of Broad 
way. He is • man of spare frame, but 
his cheeks are ruddy and his voice 
strong and ringing. While not an 
athlete he looks as though he could 
hold his own in tbree or four rounds 
marquis of Queensberry with a fairly 
matched competitor. 

"I am not getting off a patent 
medicine fake," he continued. "The 
fact remains, however, that I was 
given up to die, and half a dozen 
doctors predicted that a day or two 
was as much as I could hope to live. 
Some said my disease was consumption, 
and some thought otherwise, but said 
it couldn't make any difference, as I 
was bound to die anyhow. 

"You want to know how it was? 
Well, I hardly know about it myself. 
About lifteon \ oars ago I hail singular 
sensations in my chest, and a sudden 
palpitation of my heart one day almost 
scared me to death with the knowledge 
that that organ was beating in my 
right side instead of tho left, where 
well-ordered hearts invariably hang. 
Physicians came and examined me, first 
to ascertain the fact, and then question­
ed me for historical points that might 
aid them in explaining the anomaly. 
So far as feeling went I never knew 
that I had a heart before, the fit of 
palpitation mentioned, and I never had 
been sick but once in my life when I 
hud an attack of pleurisy so mild that 
I regarded it as nothing but a severe 
cold. In kneading and punching 
around my chest in search of symptoms 
the doctors found auch dullness of 
sound from tho left lung that they 
hardly knew what to make of it. I 
was then suffering from what seemed 
a bad cold, accompanied by shortuess 
of breath, terrible fits of coughing, and 
much expectoration. They surmised 
that the left lung had filled up, 
hepatized they called it, and guessed 
further that I was doomed to speedy 
death by galloping consumption. They 
told me to make mv arrangements for 
early departure. 

"Between fright and illness I thought 
I was going to cross the dark» river for 
sure. I was cashier in a down-town 
hotel at the time, but I gave up my 
job, gathered my few effects together, 
and went to the home of my parents 
near Albany. I bade good-by to all 
my friends before starting. The phy­
sicians gave me only mild palliatives 
to ease my passage to tho grave, so 
when I got home I didn't think it 
worth while to lake other medical ad­
vice. Day by day I grew weaker and 
had frequent paroxysms of coughing 
so violent that I thought I should never 
get my breath again. While crawling 
out for the air of a sunny day I fainted 
in one of these paroxysms, and on re­
covering consciousness I saw the 
strange face of a young man bending 
over me. He was a freshly-graduated 
sawbones, and I SHW his zeal with ago­
nies of apprehension. All that I want­
ed was liberty to die as easily as possi­
ble. He, however, would not be shak­
en off. Insisting on learning all that I 
could tell him of the history of the case, 
he punched and thumped and pounded 
around my chest uutil I was too ex­
hausted to protest. Then he told mo 
he was going to cure me—at least he 
thought so. 
" "The displacement of your heart is 

a most hopeful symptom if my theory 
is correct,' ho said, 'your left lung 
has been crowded into collapse by a sac 
of serous water effused into your chest 
from a pleurisy sore.' I didn't take 
much stock in his guesses or in his 
hopefulness, but told h m to go ahead. 
The lirst thing he did was to call in an 
old and experienced physician, whom 
ho with difficulty conviced of the cor­
rectness of his diagnosis. They intro­
duced an aspirator, and at the first 
operation relieved my chest of nearly 
two gallons of dropsical fluid. My 
breathing was cased at once. In a few 
days it became apparent that Xhe drop­
sical fluid was flowing in again. Sev­
eral tappings were resorted to merely 
to give my health a chance to recuper­
ate before the operation that was to be 
final for life or death. I gathered 
strength even more rapidly than they 
anticipated, and within a month was 
ready for the ordeal. The physicians 
meanwhile had, located'the pleuritic 
sore which caused the dropsy. Then 
thov gave me ether, and when I woke 
up I knew I had been under the knife. 
There was a wound in the left side,and 
inside of my chest I felt conscious of a 
scalding sensation. They had touched 
the pleuritic spot with irritants to make 
au open and healable sore. My recov­
ery went on from that day. In two 
months' time I was at work again with 
my heart in its right location. Al­
though I have only one lung it serves 
my turn and I have lived ten years 
since the operation and know no reason 
to apprehend death for many years to 
come."—New York Graj hie. 

DOMESTIC HINTS. 

QUEEN'S PUDDING. 

One pint of bread crumbs, ono quart 
of milk, warmed and poured over the 
crumbs; yolks of four eggs, heuten 
with one cup sugar and one teaspoou-
ful butter; bake. When baked, spread 
over the top a layer of jelly or preser­
ves Beat the whites of eggs dry, and 
add two tablespoons of sugar, and bake 
a light brown. Serve warm with sauce, 
or cold with sugar and cream. 

ORANGE SNOW. 

Dissolve an ounce of isinglass in a 
pint of boiling water, strain, and let it 
stand until nearly cold; mix it with the 
juice of six or seven oranges and one 
lemon; add the whites of three eggs, 
and sugar to taste; wisk the whole to­
gether until it looks white and like a 
sponge, put it into a mould and turn it 
out on the following day. 

SCALLOPED OYSTERS. 

Butter a pudding dish, roll crackers 
very fine, put a layer of crackers, then 
a layer of oysters, season with salt and 
pepper, and put small bits of butter 
over the oysters; fill the dish nearly 
full, having oysters on top; pour in 
sweet milk enough to soak crackers, 
bake nearly an hour. If too dry when 
baking add a little more milk and but­
ter. 

PIE CRUST. 

For one pie take one cup of flour, two 
tablespoonfuls of lard, one-half tea-
spoonful of salt, mix well, then add 
one-half teacup of water. If a flagy 
top crust is desired, take enough dougl 
for one crust, roll thin, spread butter 
over it, and roll up and let it stand 
while filling in the fruit. when it will 
he ready for use. 

TEA. CAKE. 
One even cup white sugar, one-half 

cup butter, two eggs. Beat these until 
they are creamy, then add a good half-
cup cold water and two cups flour, tw 
teaspoonfuls baking powder, one tea 
spoonful lemon; beat thoroughly 
Bake in a long tin, and cut warm 
squares. 

VEAL SALAD. 

Boll a knuckle of veal in six quarts 
of water; when tender remove the 
bones, chop the meat and add the juco, 
which should be mostly absorbed, and 
two cups of cracker crumbs cinnamon, 
pepper and salt; put in mould. Serve 
cold. 

PUMPKIN PIES. 

One quart of sifted pumpkin, one 
quart of rich sweet milk, ten or twelve 
eggs, one pound of butter 1J pound of 
sugar, two grated nutmegs, four 
spoonfuls of rose water. Bake the 
mixture in puff paste in pie pans. 

GINGER SNAPS. 

One pint molasses and one cup lard 
heated together and poured hot in one 
quart flour, two teaspoonfuls soda and 
two ginger. Let this dough cool, add 
flour enough to roll. Roll thin aud 
bake quick. 

POTTED SHANK. 

Boil a shank of beef till tender; chop 
the meat up, and season it with salt, 
pepper and (if liked) half a nutmeg. 
Reduce the liquor to three pints, add 
the meet, cool in a mould. It 
should turn out well when cold. 

BEEF SOUP. 

Take four pounds of beef to four 
quarts of water, boil four hours, add 
Six onions, four carrots and two turn 
ips chopped fine, season with salt and 
pepper and boil one hour longer. 

BUTTER CRACKERS. 

One quart of flour, one tcaspoonfnl 
of butter, mixed into a stiff paste with 
sweet milk; beat well, roll thin, prick 
and bake in a quick oven. 

EGGLESS CAKE. 

One heaping cup sugar, enp strong 
coffee, ono scant half-cup butter, three 
not very full cups of flour, two heap 
ing teaspoonfuls baking powder rub­
bed in flour. 

CHICKEN AND RICE. 

Two cups of cold boiled rice, one 
cup of cold chicken broth, salt tmd 
pepper; boil live minutes, stirring all 
the while. 

PRESEBVED GINGER. 

Select young and tender roots; 
scrape off ths outer skin, and boil in 
syrup. The best ginger is hot and 
bitiug to the iaste, and of aromatic 
odor. 

FRIED SALT PORK 

Slice and let lie a few minutes in 
few spoonfuls of water sweetened with 
a teaspoonful of molasses; roll m meal, 
and fry.

Utilizing Dynamite. 
A new way of utilizing dynamite has 

been lately devised by a Frenph military 
engineer, M. B nine tond. Ho uses the 
expans.vo force to drive out, for a brief 
period, the water from portions of wet 
ground in which foundations are to be 
made. The method is now in practice 
in the construction of afortfied enceinte 
at Lyons. 

A hole is first bored ten to twelve 
feet deep and.about 1J inciies wido in 
wet ground. Into this is passed a 
string of cartriges of dynamite, which 
is then exploded. The water is thus 
driven far ont beyond the sides of the 
cavity over a yard wide, which is pro­
duced, and it does not appear till after 
half hour at least 

The workmen thus have time to clear 
the cavity and introduce quickly sotting 
concrete. Wlien the water returns it 
cannot injure the foundation. A rapid 
rale of progress is realised by this 
method.

As there are some inaccura­
cies in the story quoted by youv 
especially so far as it refers to tne first 
Lady Houghton, you may possibly al­
low me to send you the correct version 
as-I heard it many years ago from Lady 
Houghton herself. Old Mrs. Dickens 
was not a nurse, but housekeeper at 

« Crewe at the time of the first Lord 
Crewe, the grandfather of the present 
holder of the title, and of his sister, the 
first Lady Houghton. I well remember 
Lady Houghton speaking to me with 
enthusiasm of Mrs. Dickens' wonderful 
powers as a story teller. It was her de 
light as a child to listen to the tales 
which the old lady was able to relate 
with so much dramatic force and feeling 
and it was with the greatest interest that 
later on in life, Lady Houghton recog­
nized in the illustrious author of "David 
Copperfield" the grandson of the favor­
ite of her childhood. Old Mrs. Dickens 
had one grievance which Lady Hough­
ton still recalled when she told me about 
her. It was the conduct of her son 
John, Charles' father, against whose 
idleness and general incapacity she was 
never tired of inveighing. There have 
been many conjectures as to the source 
from which Dickens derived his wonder­
ful gift as a story teller, but I believe 
that, until the publication of the article 
to which you refer, nothing has ever 
been printed regarding his grandmother. 
It is hardly a far fetched fancy to sup­
pose he inherited his special gift from 
the old housekeeper at Crewe.—[Lon­
don Daily News.
