BANANAS WITH RUM.

Put an ounce or two of 
butter in a saucepan (tho amount of 
butter used must vary according to the 
quantity of banana—the s ze of the 
fruit varies); when it is melted throw 
in the bananas. There should be just 
enough butter to moisten and soak into 
tho fruit. If any floats in the saucepan 
after the fruit is stewed it should be 
drained away. Stir in two good tea-
spoonfuls of castor sugar. Heat a g 11 
of donble cream, and add to it a table­
spoonful (or more if liked) of rum. 
When the bananas are thoroughly 
cooked in the butter, stir it in the 
warm cream and rum. Draw the pan 
to the side of the fire, and be very care­
ful that it does not boil after the cream 
has been added. Mix quickly and serve 
bot with sponge rusks or toast. This 
makes a small dish, as bananas shr nk 
in cooking. This recipe can be varied 
by adding to the cream instead of rum 
a good-sized tablespoonful of the syrup 
of preserved ginger. 

Needs of the Piedmont Region. 
The section of country known as the 

Piedmont Region of the South Atlantic 
States, embracing large portions of 
Virgin a, North and South Carolina 
and Georgia, has many possibilities un­
der the new order bound to prevail in 
that section upon the division of the 
land into small farms, and the adoption 
of a system of mixed lrasbandry. 

The need of this section is popula­
tion. From any point of observation, 
the eye can sweep the country for 
miles, and the whole undulating sur­
face looks one vast forest, the propor­
tion of cleared land being so small, and 
that so scattered about the plantations, 
that at a distance they are lost to view. 
It is no wondor that the tendency is so 
general for the farmers to move into 
towp and run their farms by tenants. 
Before the war they wero able to keep 
up large establishments, entertain 
guests royally, and with a retinue of 
servants, bid defiance to neighbors or 
the offices of neighborhood. Now with 
the change, the country must either be 
settled up by farmers who will combine 
in making up neighborhoods, and es­
tablish the soc al bonds of society, or 
the plantations will become estates 
managed bv owners or corporations 
with a system of tenantry as odious 
and demoraliz ng as that of Ireland 

Lands that produce so generously 
will not be allowed to be idle, and eith­
er small farms and prosperity, or large 
estates and a grinding monoply, will 
prevail.—American Agriculturist.

[ated to "prevent the spectators from 
seeing or hearing the piece announced, 
but, as interpreted by the French judges, 
the enactment does not interfere with 
the traditional privilege of the play goer 
to siffler what he does not like, as well 
as to applaud what he does.—[St. James 
Gazette.

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Woman'» Pay In Mexico. 
According to the Samana Mercantil of 

Mexico, wages of working women are 
pitifully small. They are not eligible 
to work in shops or places behind the 
counter in stores. Except for domestic 
services few avenues are open to them. 
If a woman owns a sewing machine she 
can secure employment at making shirts 
at $1.25 per dozen. She must furnish 
thread. She can then earn about 50 
cents a day, says the Mercantil. 

In respect to cigarette makers, their 
task is 500 cigarettes daily at 2 cents 
per 100. There are few among them 
who can make 2,500 cigarettes in one 
day. The great majority cannot roll 
more than 1,600 to 1,S)00 cigarettes, and 
therefore make but 32 to 38 cents daily. 

The matchmakers get 2 cents a gross 
for filled boxes. They cannot turn out 
more than fifteen or twenty gross, let 
them work as hard as they may, and 
therefore get but 30 to 40 cents for a 
days' labor. 

The above are but the only employ­
ments open in the city for laborin 
girls. 

Fortunately the poorer classes i: 
Mexico live with extreme frugality, but 
at that the wages of women are at star­
vation rates. It is to be hoped 
that in most cases they have masculine 
protection and support.—[Brooklyn 
Citizen.
