All went well and the wound heal-
ed up and seemed to be entirely
recovered, and Mrs. Hamm was re-
joicing that she again was able to
attend to her duties, when last
Wednesday she was seized by a
violent attack of the lockjaw.
Medical aid was summoned but the
case seemed to be beyond their
gkill. Everything in human power
was done to alleviate her sufferings
which were terrible.  All care and
skill, however, was without avail,
and ghe died Thursday morning at
4:30 o’clock.

Mrs. Hamm was about 34 years
of age, and was a sister of Mrs. J.
Jobe. Bhe was a kind and
aﬂ‘echonstn wife and a loving
mother. A husband and three
small children mourn her loss.
She was buried Friday morning
in the Caldwell cemetery, Rev. W.
J. Boone conducting the services.
