The Production of Baisius. 

One of the greatest industries of 
California at the present day is the 
production of raisins. The grape 
generally U3ed is the white Muscat. 
The slips are set out in what is ap­
parently a barren, sandy plain. 
They are staked at first, but in two 
years the main stem of the vine is 
large as your arm and no longer 
needs support. The stems are cut 
off about thirty inches from the 
ground and the branches shoot out 
on all sides, the ends being buried 
in the earth at a little distance from 
the main stem. The big bunchee 
of grapes hang underneath, and 
when they are sufficiently ripened 
Chinamen go into the vineyard 
with wooded trays five feet square 
and three inches deep, cut off the 
bunches and lay them in tho trays, 
being careful that the grapes do not 
lie upon each other. The trays are 
then laid in the sun and left there. 
Ten days later the Chinamen go in­
to the vineyard again, each one 
with an empty tray. They find the 
exposed side of the grapes cured 
and of a rich purplish color. The 
empty trays are now laid bottom 
up on the filled ones and they are 
turned over together, so that the un-
cured side of the grapes is exposed 
in the new trays. They are left 
thus in the sun another ten days 
and then they are taken to the 
cooling house where they are kept 
about two weeks. They are then 
packed in boxes. The production 
last year was eight hundred thous­
and boxes—in 1873 it was only six 
thousand boxes.

less bustle. Loose yourselves a 
little, enjoy more liberty and less 
restraint by fashicn, breathe tho 
pure atmosphere of freedom, and 
become something as lovely atsd 
beautiful as the God of nature de­
signed." 

Here is a story from the Albina 
(Oregon) Courier, beside which all 
accounts of big steers, pumpkins, 
etc., pale into insignificance. The 
story appears under the head "A 
Big Spud," and reads as follows: 
"There is a big potato on exhibition 
down at the Continental hotel bar 
that is probably the most immense 
vegetable ever grown in this country 
or any other. It was raised by A. 
Lapclle ten miles north of this city, 
and measures 11 feet in length, 3.J 
feet in diameter and 9A feet in cir­
cumference, and when weighed on a 
pair of hay scales was found to tip 
the beam at 838 pounds. When 
Mr. Lapelle was digging his pota­
toes last fall and came across this 
naonstor he tltonght at first he had 
struck a root of the giant yama-
hetua, a tree of the oucalyptus or­
der, now extinct. Further investi­
gation, however, proved it to be A 
potato. It took three men and a 
span of horses a day and a half to 
dig this potato out of the ground. 
It was then swung upon a big log­
ging-truck and brought to town. 
Though it may wem curious, this 
potato is as fine-grained as its 
smaller brethren, and when sliced 
up and fried cannot be distinguish­
ed from an ordinary potato of good 
quality. The above figures ir ay 
not be exact, as the editor has lost 
his notes on the subject, and is com­
pelled to rely on memory, but they 
are near enough for all practical 
purposes, and offer a weighty argu­
ment in favor of the productiveness 
of our Pacific soil." 

Farmer's Debts. 

American Agriculturist. 

The aggregate indebtedness of 
the farmers of this country is put 
at two billions of dollars—more 
than the national debt. Yet theie 
is no need to fear .that the farmers 
will be bankrupt. They yearly 
produce articles worth four billions. 
The farmers do a business com­
pared with which their indebted­
ness is small. Nevertheless, a lit­
tle ready cash need not wait long 
for profitable use; likely, if it were' 
spent to make the house and land 
better, it would bring high interest. 
Some men have foolishly buried 
gold or silver in the earth; yet 
many American farmers could wise­
ly put money into their land, and 
had better put it there in the form 
of manure or tillage than to buy 
with it other land. Going in debt 
for luxuries cannot be too strongly 
condemned; for the farm once 
mortgaged is half lost. Insects 
may destroy the wheat, storms the 
corn, drought the grass, but none 
of these attack the mortgage. Debt 
has made many gray heads, and 
too much land has killed many a 
farmer's wife.

The lead and copper forming the 
chief components of the cartridges 
manufactured in this country are 
each under control of a trust, which 
undertakes to see that the consum­
ing public pays a good round profit 
upon its goods.

25 cents per thousand has been 
added. He who shoots is thus 
compelled to contribute to the 
prosperity of three separate trusts 
with the powder manufacturers yet 
to be heard from.
