Bat the farmer ate of the
great musk-melons, things the boy had
no tooth for. The farmer did not ecare
for watermelons. He ate melons as
he sang *John Anderson"—in the
minor key.

And now came the ront of autumn.
The boy could almost hear the sounds
of revelry at R ley Rose’'s.

Fairm Help.

Most farmers feel strongly the need
of cheaper help, but, generally, what
they seem to gain by lower nominal
wages is more than offset by lack of
efliciency or other drawbacks. With
help on the farm or anywhere elso the
best is always the cheapest. The best
furm help has for many years been
growing scarce. It is often not to be
had at any price for the most energetic,
skillful and enterprising believe they
can make more working for themselves.
If obliged, as many ave, to spend part
of what they earn in summer in keep-
ing themselves during the wialer, they
are probably right in thus thinking.
On e other hand, farmers cannot keep
men through the winter unless they
have profitable work to set them at. It
is better for both parties, but whether
practieable depends  entirely on
the ability of the farmer to find ot
make profitable employment.

It 8 n matter of some diffieulty for
many farmors to find continuous pro-
fitable work during the summer. This
must largely depend on the variety of
crops grown. Work there will always
be on the farm, work in making ditches,
fences and other improvements. Few
furmers, however, can employ a large
proporticn of their own or their men's
time in working at things which,
though important and profitable, can
only be expected to pay after a series ol
years. They have not sufficient capit-
il to nfford it. Their necessities re-
quire that most of their summer's work
shall be given to crops Lhat bring im-
mediate returns. What they pay for
wages, together with other expenses,
must be met from the current year's
crops. To make these as large as pos-
sible the great proportion of work
must be devoted to their production
and harvesting.

The only way to do th's is to arrange
the crops so that each season will have
its hurrying buisy® time. The bired
man under this planoing will bave no
sinecure, but he will see growing
under his  eye the where-
witbal to pay him, and will work
work cheerfully, as only a man sure of
his pay can. There is more in this
than most people think. The fact has
been often remarked that rich men, or
those who are active and energetic,
can employ better help and get more
work from them than the poor and en-
terprising. Even the Southern slaves
in olden times used to pride themselves
on being the property of ther ch, pros-
perous master. The feeling is intensely
stronger with hired farm help, who see
their own prosperity so largely de-
pendent on that of their employers. It
is & hard thing for a man to try lo tarm
with deficient capital. Not only is he
precluded from taking advantage of
markets, but the help he hires will not
work for him as they would for one
more prosperous and successful.

The poor man attempting to farm,
however, can in part make up for his
lack of capital, first by trying to do
more than he is certainly able to ac-
complish, and secondly by such ar-
rangement of his farm work as to make
the belp be has hired do the utmost
that is possible. If he Is sure to have
a large harvest of wheat or other small
grain it will be an expensive job to do
it all with help hired by the day.
Equally or more expensive will it be to
lire help by the month for the season
without providing profitable work for
the time before and after harvest. A
few years ago a farmer related to us
Lis experience in a case of this kind.
He had upward of thirty acres of
wheat, with only one of the old fash-
ioned reapers. In view of this he plant-

ed enough potatoes and corn to make
work before and after his wheat hur-
vest, hired two men, one for the senson
and one for three months, and hal
searcely a day through the summer
when himself and both his men were
not urgenily needed to cultivate or
harvest crops.— Practical Farmer.

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American Public Buildings. I
It Is not ouly jobbery in muaicipal

and State architecture which makes *°%

our publie baildings inferior as a class
to those built by private enterprise. It
is not only because the architect of the
United States Government is changed
from time to time that the works for
which that Government is responsible
are so often discreditable. The whole
system by means of which the gov-
ernment manages such matter is a bad
one—bad pot merely in the sense that
it is not always well administered. but
in the sense that it cannot be so ad-
ministered as to result in an average
of works which would rightly represent
the standing of American architecture
to-day. Until the system is radically
changed-—until the architectual busi-
ness of the United States Government
is put upon such a basis that it will
tempt the hands of our very best arch-
itects, and will permit that many of
them shall join in devoting to it a por-
tion of their time—until this good day
comes, American cifizens may feel sure
of being as well served (if they wish)
as any individuals in the world, but
the American people must be content
with . worse service than any other
nation accepts. It must be satisfled to
put itself on record as too biind or too
indifferent 10 see and appreciate and
secure a quality of work which year by
year excites an ever-growing admira-
fion among our foreign visitors. It
must submit to perpetuate the sins of &
past generat on of architects when it
might be giving immense assistance to
the virtues of the generation which is
now at work and of those others which
is to follow in its steps, if we may
trust our English critics, with still
greater freedom of cffort and power
und skilk.—7he Century.

Foreign Politeness.

In Italy, as well as in France, we
often find a pleasant disposition to of-
fer service, even if it is not drectly
paid fer. I was once in a city of
northern Italy, where I needed some
articles of clothing. Having just ar-
rived, 1 was entirely unacquainted with
the place, and inguired of a clerk at a
forwarding or express office, where I
had some business, the address of a
good shop where I could buy what I
wanted. He there upon put on his
hsat and said he would go with me to
one. Idid not wish him to put him-
self to so much trouble, but he insist-
ed that as I did not know the city it
would be much better for him to ac-
company me. He took me to the best
place in town, helped me in my selec-
tion, made suggestions to the shop-
keeper, and when I had finished my
business, offered to go with me to buy
anything else I might want. It is pos-
sible that he may have been pa'd for
bringing purchasers to this shop, but
the pr.ce I paid for what I bonght was
80 small that there could not have been
much profit to anybody, and I do not
believe that the large and wealthy firm
by whom this young man was employ-
ed would allow one of their clerks to
go out in this way merely to give him a
chance to make a little money. Let
any stranger in one of our cities enter
an express office and (ry to get any of
the clerks to go with him to a tailor's
store and help him to select a suit of
clothes, and when he has made known
his desire, let him wait and see what
happens next.—Frank R. Stockton, in
8t Nicholas.
