Proper Care ot the Eyes,

In reading, savs Dr. David Webster
of New York, the book should be held
at a distance of from ten to fiftcen
inches from the oves. The reader's
position should be such that the light
may fall on the boek, and not on the
eyes. The light itself should be suflie-

| fent. Nothing is so injurious to the

eyes a8 poor light in reading.
Next to sunlight the ineandesent light
gives the best illumination for reading
and sll notions of the injurious effect
on the eyes of the electric light are er-
roneous. Reading while riding in the
cars should be avoided. The jolling
and shaking of the train eanses a great
strain on the eyes, and injures them.
There is a great deal of popular prej-
udice against spectacles, but there are
two good reasons why they should be
worn, and only two. Oage is Lthat we
may see better, and the other that
strain on the eyes may be relieved.
The near-sighted child should wear
spectacles, because they are tho best
preventive against increase of neur-
sightedness, and also because he loses
a great part of Lis education in not be-
ing able to sce more than a few feot
away. When a porson grows old the
power of accommodation is lost, and
even if he be not near-sighted, the
hardening orystalline lens prevents
sight at short distanced. Hence he is
obliged to wear glasses, The vast ma-
jority of persons who wear glasses can
sce as well without them. They use
them to avoid a constant strain on the
eyes. The act of focalization is & mus-
cular one, and uses up nervous ener-
gy The over-sighted eve, in which
the focus comes behind the retina, has
to perform this muscular act continu-
ally, The results are headach, irrita-
bilisy and nausea. The cnly remedy
in such cases is to wear glasses. For
eyes in a healthy state pure cold water
is the best wash. When the eyvelids
are inflamed a woek solut on of sall
nnd water makes the best domestic eye
lotion. Never apply poult ces to the
eye.
