"The last time I attended a sacri 
fice," said Mr. Lindsay^ "was in An 
(just 1871, just previous to my second 
departure for California, where I bad 
previously lived for years. The con­
grégation started in separate groups 
and from different directions from a 
town of 8an Domingo towards a for­
est around a lake, several miles dis­
tant from the town. 

"At the eastern side of the lake was 
an open space, and here a large num­
ber of the Krooraans erected a large 
camp-fire. Then all present, men, 
women, and youths, stripped to the 
waist and, ]oining hands, formed a 
circle around the fire, while two drum­
mers with their chests and arms also 
bared entered the ring, and seating 
themselves back to back upon their 
drums, began pounding vigorously 
with the palms of their hands and 
their heels upon the goatskin drum­
heads. A strict silence was, however, 
maintained by the dancers. When 
thid ceremony had continued for 
three-quarters of an hour the chief of 
the tribe and his eldest son, 
the junior chief, entered the 
circle and danced around the 
drummers, chanting wild anthems in 
the ancient or sacred tongue of the 
Kroomans. 

"The two chiets then called out the 
names of seven members to enter the 
circle and pray with them that the 
coming sacrifice might be acceptable 
to God, whom they also begged to 
choose a worthy victim. Those call­
ed for came in response to the chiefs 
and, with the latter, prostrated 
themselves face downward 011 the 
ground in prayer. At the close of this 
silent prayer the seven returned to 
their places in the circle, and then 
came the solemn portain ol the rites. 

"The elder chief was blindfolded by 
two strong men, who, when it was 
made certain that he could not see, re­
joined the circle in company with the 
drummers. Imagine yourself there as 
I was at this awful moment. 

"The victim of sacrifice is now to be 
selected. The person whom the 
hand of the blindfolded chief shall 
touch will be the fatal one. Wilder 
and wilder eo the dancers in the 
swiftly flying circle. He rushes for­
ward, staggering from fanatical excite­
ment. Now he is near the ring of 
dancers. An old woman, an aunt of 
the chief, is directly in front of him, 
but the flying circle pulls her by and 
his hand falls heavily on the should­
ers of a young man—a youth of only 
16 years of age. 

"Instantaneously the young man 
breaks from the circle and in resigna­
tion prostrates himself upon the 
earth at the feet of the chief, who was 
then led away by his son, and the 
high priest appeared upon the scene, 
clad from head to foot in flowing 
white linen garments. 

"The high priest then danced around 
the victim, calling npon God in the 
sacred tongue to accept the being of 
sacrifice. 

"The bandage being taken from the 
eyes of the elder chief ho called a man 
from the circle to come forward and 
slay the victim. 

"A tall Krooman responded to the 
leader's command, and, receiving a 
dagger from the high priest, in anoth­
er moment stabbed the victim in the 
heart. 

"The hieh priest next cut of! very 
small pieces of flesh from the victim's 
right arm, then from his left arm, and 
afterwards from the calves ofhis right 
and left legs and distributed them 
among members of the congregation, 
who ate the morsels given to them. 

"The members of the congregation, 
still arranged in a circle, then turned 
their backs to the central fire, and 
kneeling down, clasped their hands in 
prayer while the high priest, taking a 
calabash cup made out of a native 
gourd, filled it with the victim's blood 
and after signing the brows ot the two 
chiefs with the crimson fluid he sprink­
led it to the fourquartersof the world. 

"At the close ot this ceremony the 
high priests and chieftains took the 
body and placed it in the fire covering 
it over with wood. 

"The dancing and drumming were 
then resumed and kept up until the 
corpse was burned to ashes, which 
were scattered to the winds. 

"With the exception of this festival 
the Kroomans hold no other religious 
serivces."

10. The unsuspecting girl heard the 
tick, but took it to be her lover's 
Waterbury. He was just tickling her 
ear with a yarn about a horse his 
papa was going to buy when the gong 
sounded. There was a pause—and 
then, as though understanding the 
meaning he grabbed his hat and never 
stopped runnin.i until he struck the 
door-stoop, when he flew. The boy 
had iced the steps. The little brother 
now takes a cushion to school with 
him. 

A Cheerful Essay on Death. 
Ni» York Star. 

People die very fact nowaday«. Its 
a regular business. In my nativ« vil­
lage nine-tenths of my boyhood 
friendq are in the graveyard. At least, 
the bones they used are there. I have 
rows of aunts and uncles there—all 
dead. I have otie uncle Jbere who 
was a great lover of horses. One 
night a horse kicked his tombstone in 
two pieces. People remarked it and 
guessed Uncle Henry had overdriven 
that horse some time or other. 
There's girls I used to know la that 
cemetery, too. They are all dead 
too. They are girls of 1856, whose 
young men went to California to 
make a fortune and never came back. 
The girls who waited for them died, 
and those who didn't wait married 
the other fellows, and wished after­
ward they were dead. 

Does death end all? Not in New 
York if there's any monev in the dear 
deceased. After death there's the 
judgment of the Probate Court, and 
the discontented heirs, and the broken 
will, and the lawyers, and the mourn­
ers mourning about the streets be­
cause he bequeathed a few thousand 
to a qfearitable society. 

Said the Probate Court stenograph­
er of this city to me recently: "I 
have been outraged. A villainous 
thing was done to me to-day in open 
court. The dissatisfied heirs who had 
got ready to contest the will of a rich 
relative h<ive by some mysterious 
means become satisfied. They in­
structed their lawyers to withdraw ob­
jections. A squad of iawyeis to-day 
withdrew them and I am out of pocket 
in prospective fees at least two mill­
ions of dollars—two millions of dol­
lars sir. You know that Probate 
Court Stenographers never work for 
less than a thousand dollars an hour. 
You know how they all build towns 
and buy railroads. I never saw such 
an outrage in all my long experience 
of mortuary jurisprudence." 

Funerals are very unconsoling af­
fairs. The minister says something, 
but it is never very satisfactory. No 
one at a funeral seems to enjoy him­
self but the undertaker. He has got 
something to occupy his mind, to say 
nothing of the bill. 

I've seen attempts made here by 
the skeptics who try hard not to be­
lieve in anything, to make the funeral 
of one of their Iraternitv lively and 
cheerful. But they turn out just as 
dismal failures as the rest. Then 
speakers will get up and spy: "This 
is the last of our brother. He is gone 
out entirely. He is anihilated. His 
body is dead and so is his soul, and 
will your soul be and mine after we're 
dead." And everybody then goes 
home fuller of gloom than ever; and 
those who dare, take a big drink to 
wash out the recollection of the 
whole affair. Those who dare not 
drink, and live entirely on vegetables, 
get their little excitement by writing 
articles "to prove that we're all can 
dies eternally snuffed out by death," 
which they give to their friends to 
read, saying: "Join oar misery 
brothers." 

Our graveyards have become artifi­
cial stone quarries. We rate a man's 
worth by the tons of stone we put 
over him. If at the last day thegraves 
do break open, the tall monuments in 
Cavalry and Greenwood cemeteries 
will go rattling and tumbling over 
each other like a run of brioks. 

In my boyhood days death and 
deathbed scenes were the staple arti­
cles for conversation at the breakfast 
table—the intellectual relish of win­
ter's griddle cake and country sausaue. 
A funeral was a three days' business 
in a country villaga where people lived 
so near each other that the sound of 
busy hammers nailing coffins up could 
be heard over half the place. The 
young people got some relief by si* tins 
up with the corpse, and the old ones 
by guessing how much the deceased 
left his family around the tobacco 
stained stove at, the village grocery. 

Does death end all? No. When the 
rich man dies and is buried it's now-
necessary to hire permanently asquad 
ot detectives to watch the remains. 
Rich men's bones have a commercial 
value in the thieves' market, and we 
may yet dee the current prices quot­
ed. The requiescat in pace period is 
over. This is a progressive world 
and when a man of money dies we 
have sometimes to make a bogus 
grave for people to come and weep 
over to keep the body snatchers off 
the right scent. 

I love graveyards. There's so much 
genuine fiction on some of the tomb­
stones. I was walking through the 
wealthy part of Greenwood the other 
Sunday, and the resemblance ot a 
substantial and costly street of sepul-
chers to a row of small retail stores 
was very striking. Of course it was 
accidental. 

The queerest move I ever saw ir. 
graveyards was at Red Mountain Bar. 
Cal., in the winter of '61-62, when it 
rained for sixty odd days, and we 
had commenced making designs fo-
Noah's arks. The camp graveyard 
on the hillside got so wet that the 
whole concern, tombstones and all. 
with the boys who had died with 
their boots on and those who hadn't, 
slipped off the ledge and slid into 
Bloody bill's back yard, ramjam 
against his back door. The thing 
was done so neatly that not a corpse 
was disturbed, and Si Putnam's 
tombstone looked in at Bill's back 
window. Bill was mad, and wanted 
to hydraulic the lot off, but the boys 
wouldn't let him.

Ohio's Giant Poplar Felled.

A wonderful poplar tree was felled 
near Tayelorsville, equalling some of 
the great trees of the Yosemite.

For sixty feet there 
is not a limb, and it is estimated 
that the tree will yield fi'om 15,000 
to 20,OQO {«ft of lumber. 

His Son Was 115 Years Old.

Cases of longevity are not rare in 
Austria-Hungary, but one is rather 
startled to see the Vienna journals 
announce as a positive fact that a 
peasant who has just died at Bieltsch 
in Moravia, had attained the remark­
able age of 142 years. 

He is stated to have left a son age 
115, and a grandson age 185, besides 
numerous children,grandchildren and 
and great-grandchildren.The deceased 
centenarian, it is said, enjoyed the 
best of health until the last.

The Everlasting jew 

lbs Jews sometimes call them­
selves "the deathless race." They are 
the only people who apply the extra' 
ordinary term to themselves, and 
what is most strange and significant, 
all other nations, mcludingthose that 
have been trying for eighteen centuries 
to annihilate them, admit the pro­
priety and reason of the claim, and 
recognize in the Israelites a people 
who will probably outlive the present 
governing nations, as they have out 
lived those of the past. The Egypt 
ians, the Assyrians, the Persians, the 
Greeks, and the Romans have passed 
away successively, leaving the He­
brews behind them—and ii history 
teaches anything, the Hebrews will 
still be here when the English, French, 
Germans, Russians, and even Ameri­
cans, shall in like mannerhave passed 
away. How new and raw do our cen­
tennials and ter-centennials, and even 
the millennial in certain parts ot 
Europe appear beside the perpetually 
observed Hebrew anniversaries thirty-
three centuries old. It was once held 
that the very persecutions this people 
were subjected to were the agency 
that perserved their coherency and 
identity; but as they have never been 
persecuted in the United States, and 
yet refuse to fall apart and become 
commingled with the American na­
tionality, some other explanation of 
the phenomenon is necessary—and 
the Jewe themselves find it in the 
necessity for preserving Judaism. The 
Jewish Voice, of St. Louis 6ays: 
"To say that we are ready 
and willing to intermarry with 
non-Jews would be tantamount to an 
admission that we are on the point of 
giving up our very existence as the 
bearer of a divine message to the chil­
dren of man. While others have but 
a nationality to lose, but no religion, 
the Jews, by intermarriage lose no 
nationality—for the moment they set­
tle here they become Americans—but 
they would lose by this process their 
faith and religion." There is in this a 
robust and devout avowal of faith that 
contrasts strikingly with those Jewish 
sermons and discourses that attempt 
to turn the mighty seers and teachers 
of Israel into myths and degrade the 
Old Scriptures, common both to Jew 
and Christian, down to a mere human 
production. Moses and the prophets 
are read in Chrintian churches as well 
as in Jewish synagogues—on Satur­
day in the latter, and on Sunday in 
the former; and one of the most inex­
plicable features of the Christian read­
ing is the serene self-complacency with 
which the Gentiles jostle the Jew out 
of his ancient place, strip him of his 
inheritance, and apptopriate the 
words "Israel," "Zion," and "Jeru­
salem," together with all the inspiring 
promises that hang around the 
names, to themselves. The identity 
of the Jewish people, so severely main­
tained in the United States, where 
they have every temptation to mingle 
with the popular mass, as well as in 
Europe, where the memory of cen­
turies of persecutions repels intermix 
ture, might, at least, suggest to the 
complacent Gentiles that there is 
something for the Jew to do yet; that 
the "deathless people" are kept alive 
for a purpose and a time.— St. Louis 
Republican.

In an ordi­
narily good season I can always de­
pend upon getting two sets of (84) 
sections finished by each colony of 
bees, while some colonies will finish 
three sets(120 to 126 sections). The 
honey is very white and of excellent 
body and flavor; but if wild flowers 
are abundant, as after a very wet 
winter, their honey will give the alfalfa 
honey an amber color.—W. M. R., 
Colorado. 

A farmer who was troubled with 
the smell of garlic, or wild onions, in 
Iiis milk, says that to obviate the dif­
ficulty he put the cows in the stable 
about 3 o'clock each afternoon, and 
fed them on hay, and gave them their 
grain as usual. The result was all he 
anticipated. A rest of three hours al­
lowed the scent to pass off in the oth­
er secretions, though previously it 
very strongly flavored both milk and 
butter. The same course would prob­
ably be an advantage when the milk 
tastes of other foul weeds in the pas» 
ture. 

Silageon a Noted Dairy Farm. 
JVe have used nearly all the crops 

growo on the farm, but find corn 
most desirable and profitable, clover 
next; we prefer for stock a part of 
each. Corn should be drilled thin 
enough to produce ears which should 
be well glazed before cutting. We 
would leave it lying in field one to 
three days to wilt and partially dry 
before ensiloing; cut one-quarter inch, 
pack thoroughly and see that the cor­
ners of the silos are well filled. We 
prefer to fill one silo three or four feet 
and then change to another, leaving 
the first two or three days to heat. 
When full and the last filling has 
heated, cover with building paper, on 
which place matched planks. We 
weight about 150 pounds per square 
foot, but some parties have good sue 
cess with very little weight. Clover 
should be cut when nicely in bloom 
It can be put in the pit and kept nice­
ly without running through the cut­
ter, but it will require less room in 
silos and probably give better satis­
faction to cut it.—Smiths, Powell & 
Lamb, in Rural New Yorker.
