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“We, the Democrats of the United
a-_,:;"ln‘mvwon ussembled, do re-
affirm our allegiance to these great es-
sentlal principles of justice and liberty
upon which gur fustitutions are found-

pregs, freedom of conscience, the pres-
ervation of personal rights, the equality
of all citizens before the law, and the
faithfal observance of coustitutional
limitations.

“Daring all these years the Demo-
eratie party has resisted the tendency
of selfish [nterests to the centralization
of governmental power, and steadfastly

fitained the Integrity of the dual
scheme of government, as established
by the founder of this republic of re-
publies. Upder its guidance and teach-
ingy the great principle of self-govern-
ment has found its best expression in
the malntenance of the rights of the
statps and its ansertion of the necessity
of oonfiniug the general government to
the exergise of the powers granted by
the gonstitution of the United States.

“Recognizing that the money ques-
tion Is paramount to all others at this
time, we Invite attention to the fact
that ‘the Pederal constitution named
silver and gold together as the money

mefils of the United States, and that
the lirat colnage law passed by Congress
under the Constitution mude he silver
dollar the monetary unit and admitted
gold ta free coinage at a ratio based
upon the silver dollar unit.

“We¢ declare that the sct of 1578, de-
monetizing silver without the knowl-
edge Or approval of the American poo-
Pple, huy regulted In the appreciation of
gold sud & corresponding fall in the
price of commodities produced by the
people; a beavy incrense in the burden
of tazution and of all debts, public and
private; the enrichment of the money-
lending olass at home and abroad;
prosiration of industiy and lwpover-
Ishing of the people.

“Weo are unalterably opposed to mon-
ometallism, which has locked fast the
prosperity of an industrial people in the
paralysis of hard times.

“Gold monometalllsm s & British
polley, and ity ndoption has brought
other nations Into servitude to London,
It Is not only nn-American, but anti-
American, and it can be fastened on
the United States only by the sinking
of thut apirit and love of liberty which
proclaimed our political independence
in 1776, nnd won it in the war of the
revolution,

“Wedemand the free and unlimited
colunge of both gold and silver at the
present legal ratio of 16 to 1, without
walting for the nid or consent of any
other nation. We demand that the
sllver dollar shall be full legal tender
equelly with gold for all debts, public
and private, and we favor such leglsla-
tion as will prevent for the future the
demonetization of any kind of legal
tender mouey by private contract.

“We are opposed to the policy and
practice of surrendering to the holders
of the obligations of the Unfted States
the option reserved by law to the gov-
ernment of redeeming such obligations
Insilver or in gold coin. We are op-
posed to the lssnance of [nterest-bear.
ing bonds of the United States in time
of peace, and condemn the traflicking
with baoking syndicates whioh, in ex.
chabge for bonds st an enormous
profit to themselves, supply the Fed.
eral treasury with gold to maintain the
policy of gold monometallism.

“Congress alone has the power to coin
and issue money, and President Jackson
declared thut this power eould not be
delegnted to corporations or individuals.
‘We, therefore, demand that the power
to issue uotes to circulate as money be
taken from the national banks, and
that ali paper movey shall be insued di-
rectly by the treasury department, be
redeemable In coln and receivable for
all debts, public and private,

“We hald that the tariff duties should
be levied fur the purpose of revenue,
such duties to be so adjusted as to
operate equally throughout the country,
and not discriminate between class or
section, and that taxation should be
lmited by the needs of Rovernment

honestlyand economically administered,
We devounce as disturbing to business
the Republican threat to restore the
McKiuloy law, which has been twice

d d by the people in national
slections, and which, enacted under the
false plea of protection to home indus.
try, proved a prolific breeder of trusts
aod mounopolies, enriched the few at the
sxpotse of the many, restricted trade
and deprived the producers of the great
American staples of their natural
markets,

“Until the money question is sottled,
we are opposed to any agitation for
further changes in our tariff laws, ox-
copt auch as are necessary to make the
deficit in revenue caused by the adverse
decision of the Supreme Court on the
income tax. But for this decision of the
Supreme Court there would be no de-
fielt In the revenus under the law passed
by & Democratic congress, in strict par-
suance of the uniform decisions of that
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eonctment, which had been overrnled
by the ablest judges who have ever sat
ou that beneh. v

“We declare that it is the duty of
Congress to use all the constitutional
power which remnins after that deci-
slon, or which may come from fts re-
versal by the court, as it may hereafter
be constituted, so thut the burdens of
taxation may equally and impartially
be divided, to the end that wealth may
bear its due proportion to the expenses
of the government. L

“We hold that the most efcient way
of protecting American labor s to pre-
vent the importation of forelgn pauper
Iabor to compete with it in the home
market, and that the value of the home
market to our American farmers and
artisans is greatly reduced by a vieious
monetary system which depresses the
prices of their products below the cost
of production, and thus deprives them
of the means of purchasing the products
of our home manufactories. The ab-
sorptios of wealth by the few, the con-
solidation of our leading railway sys-
tems and the formation of trusts and
pools require & sirlcter control by the
Federal government of those arteries of
commerce. We demand the enlarge
ment of the powers of the interstate
commerce commission, and such res-
trictions and guarantees in the control
of railronds as will protect the people
from robbery and oppresaion,

“We denounce the profligate waste of
the money wrung from the people by
opprassiye taxation and the layvish ap-
propriations of recent Republican con
greases, which have kept taxes high
while the lnbor that pays them s un-
employed and the products of the peo-
ple’s Wil are depressed (n price nntil
they no longer repay the cost of pro-
duction. We demand & return to that
simplicity and economy which befits a
democratic government and a reduc-
tion in the number of useless offices, the
salaries of which drain the substance of
the people.

“We denounce arbittary interference
by Federal authorities in local affalrs
a8 a violation of the constitution of the
United states and & crime ngainst free
Institutions, and we especially object
to government interferences by injune-
tion as & new and highiy dangerous
form of oppression by which Federal
Judges in contempt of the laws of the
states and rights of citizens become at
once legislators, judges and execntion-
ers, and we approve the bill passed at
the lust sesslon of the United States
Scnate and now pendlog In the Iouse
of Representatives relative to con-
tempt in Federal courts and providing
for trial by jury in certain cases of con-
tempt.

“No discrimination should be in-
dulged in by the government of the
United States in favor of any of its
debtors, We approve of the refusal of
tho Fifty.third Congress to pass the
Pacifie Railrond funding bill, and de-
nounce the effort of the present con-
gress to ennct a similar measure.

“Recoguizing the just elaim of de-
serving Unlon soldiers, we herrtily en.
dorse the rule of Commissioner Mur-
phby that no names shall be arbitrarily
dropped from the pension rolls, and
that faet of enlistment and service
should be deemed lusive evid
of disease and disability before enlist-
ment,

“We favor the admission of the ter-
ritories of New Mexico and Arizona
into the union as states and we favor
the early admission of all the territories
having the necessary population and
resources to entitle them to statehood,
and while they remain territories we
hold that the officinla appointed to ad.
miniater the government of any terri.
tory, together with the District of Co-
lumbis and Alagka, should be bona fide
residents of the territory or district in
which their duties are to be performed.
The Dewocratio party belleves inhome
rale and that all public lands of the
United States should be appropriated to
the establishment of free homes for
American citizens,

“We recommend that the territory of
Alasks be granted a delegate In Con-
gress, and that the general land and

The Philadelphia Presssays: “Flying
is solved. The principle is known. A
mechanieal expedient is all that is now
needed to make it suocessful. Practi-
cal flight is today not more than five or
ten years off,

"A glow-worm makes light with
about one three-hundredth part of the
force used In ordinary artifielal light.
When men know how to make light as
cheap, streets and homes will be as
light as day for a mere fraction of what
light now costs, This is'near, Vacaum
illumination without incandescence is
already in full operation, and ina year
or two shonld cut down the price of
light to a sixth of its current cost, and
In five or ten years light in a eity, like
water, may be turned on in every house
at will,

"Compressed air has long been known
to be the best way, theoretically, to
store force for use in transportation,
There Is no waste and no deterlosation
The need s a cheap and efficient motor
to apply compressed air to city trans-
portation. If this can be done, first the
trolley poles and wires will come down,
next the borseless, alr compressed mo-
tor carriage will do all the work of city
delivery,

“When these changes come the only
use for gas will be for cooking—if this
is not done by electricity, Factories,
also, before many years, will be run by
transmitted electric power. This has
begun to be done and in five or ten
years will be completed, and the factory
fire and boiler will be a thing of the
past,

*The city of the future, and no very
distunt fature, will have no trolley
poles or wires and no horses, Al move-
ments wijl be on ralls by silent air mo-
tors or by horseless carriages equally
silent. All pavements will be asphalt.
Unlimited light will be as cheap ns un-
limited water s today. No coal will be
delivered at private houses aud no ashes
taken from them., With no horses, no
coal and no ashes, street dust and dirt
will be reduced to a minimum, With
no factory fires and no kitchen or furn-
ace fires, the air will be as pure in the
city as in the country. Trees will have
A chance. Houses will be warmed and
lighted as easily and cheaply as they
are now supplied with water,
