MURDERED BV A JAP. 

Word was received at Boise Tuesday 
evening that a Jap in the employ of 
the Union Pacific had stabbed and 
killed a man at Orchard. C. H. Jack­
son wired Sheriff Moseley about the 
tragedy, but from the message it could 
not be told whether the victim was a 
carpenter employed at Orchard or a 
man named Carpenter. Deputy Fulton 
was dispached to the scene of the trag­
edy, and arrived with the Jap at Boise 
Wednesday evening. 

The message gave no particular« of 
the tragedy, but it is suppored it is the 
outgrowth of the bad feeling that has 
existed between the Japs employed as 
section hands and white men working 

at smaU stations along the Short Line. 
On several occasions revolvers, knives 
and clubs have been used on both sides, 
bnt until Monday nothing' fatal had 
resulted. 

Tke name of the murdered man was 
J. J. Shaughnessy. He was an employe 
of the Union Pacific and was engaged 
with other carpenters in building a 
water tank. The Jap is a section hand 
named B. Okado. The murdered man 
has no relatives in this country so far 
as known. 

Shaughnessy was killed because lie 
could not pay the Jap 35 cents he owed 
him for tobacco. The Jap asked him 
for the amount due and Shaughnessy 
replied he could not pay him then. A 
short time afterward the Jap called 
him to one side and again dunned him 
for the 35 cents. Once more Shaugh­
nessy pleaded poverty, whereupon the 
Jap struck him in the neck with a 
pocket knife which he evidently had 
open in his hand. Shaughnessy ran a 
few yards and fell. He died in a few 
minutes. 

The Jap does not seem to realize the 
enormity of his crime. He says Shaugh­
nessy was no good, and this is the only 
reason he advances in palliation. 

The verdict of the coroner's jury was 
that the Jap committed wilful murder. 
—Statesman. 

A CALL FOR FUSION, 

The executive committee of the Dem­
ocratic State central committee met in 
Boise Tuesday and issued a call for a 
State convention. The significant feat­
ure of the call is a paragraph providing 
for a proposed fusion with the Popu­
lists. The call says in part: "Said 
convention is authorized to unite with 
or join in a mass or joint convention 
with the delagates elected to a State 
convention for similar purposes by any 
other political organization favoring 
the election of Bryan and Sewall for 
President and Vice-President of the 
United States and favoring the prin­
ciple of the free and unlimited coinage 
of silver and gold at the ratio of 1(5 to 1, 
independent of the action of any other 
nation, and said convention is author­
ized to jointly, with the delegates of 
such other convention, make the afore­
said nomination, and such other nomi­
nations as may be necesssary."
