The delegates elected to the Poca-

tello state convention of the Demo­
cratic party at the primary election 
held in this county April 25, met in 
Caldwell Saturday for the purpose of 
deciding upon a course of action. 
Twenty-two of the 30 delegates elect­
ed were present in the city Saturday. 
The delegates elected a chairman of 
their delegation, passed resolutions 
condemning the actiops of National 
Committeeman Elder and instructing 
the Canyon delegation to vote against 
the re-election of Mr. Elder as national 
committeeman. 

The meeting of the delegates was 
presided over by Mr. M. A. Bates.

Mr. Bates was elected 
chairman of the delegation. Mr. W. 
P. O'Conner was endorsed for mem­
ber of the committee on credentials 
at the Pocatello convention, and Mr. 
Bates for member of the committee 
on resolutions. 

Resolutions Adopted. 
The resolutions adopted at the meet­

ing Saturday vigorously condemn Na­
tional Committeeman Elder and State 
Chairman Pence for their attitude 
toward the local committeemen, and 
for their failure to give heed to the 
recommendations of local Democrats 
for local federal appointments. 

The resolutions adopted follow: 
"We. the delegates elected from 

Canyon county to the Democratic 
state convention for the selection of 
delegates to the national convention 
at St.  Louis, and for the election of 
a Democratic national committeeman, 

"Resolve, that we indorse the ad­
ministration of our president, Wood-
row Wilson, and reiterate our pride in 
the achievements of his administration 
in bringing prosperity to our beloved 
country, and in keeping the nation 
free from the world-wide war now 
devastating all Europe.

As the date of the republican nation­

al convention draws near the drift  of 
republican sentiment throughout the 
country becomes stronger toward the 
nomination of Justice Hughes. While
