proved th a t  whole po ta toes a re  best 
fo r w arm , high land, and  for very 
ea rly  pota toes they w ill not only yield 
enough m ore to pay the  cost o f the  
seed, but w ill produce a orop from  a 
week to  ten  days ea rlie r  than  cut po­
ta toes, w hich w ill som etim es make 
difference in price of from  50 cents to  
$1 p er bushel. B u t on rich, m oist 
lands th e  difference between whole and  
cu t pota toes is no t so g rea t. In  the  
first place, on a rich, m oist soil, it  is 
not so im portan t to  secure an ea rly  
vigorous grow th  as it is  on a  w arm , d ry  
soil, and in the  second place, not being 
p lan ted  too deep below th e  su rround ­
ing land, th e re  is a tendency to  th e  
production of a la rger num ber of s ta lk s  
th a n  on dry  land, bu t even as a ru le  
It w ill be better to p la n t a  whole 
medium-sized potato.

“I f  you could keep th e  fro s t aw ay 
from  a tom ato  vine fo r a  couple of 
years it w ould get to  be a fair-sized  
tree ,” says th e  T exas F arm er. * T h is 
occurs sometimes in F lo rid a  in years 
w hen th e  fro s t king leaves th a t S ta te  
alone. By th e  sam e sign, you can p la n t 
tom atoes in th e  w in te r In F lo rida  and  
have them  grow all th e  sp ring  and sum ­
m er and fall, and u nder th e  r ig h t con­
d itions they  become very large. T he 
m idrib of th e  leaf of such a tom ato  
p lan t will grow to  be eighteen inches 
long, a veritab le  tre e  limb. •  •  •
Six fee t is th e  height to  w hich th e  to ­
m atoes should be tra in ed , and  p runed 
to  a single stem. They can be m ade 
to  grow ten  o r fifteen feet as  well, but 
th is  is an  inconvenient height.”

Feedlnar :he Dairy Cow.
What is the proper amount of food 

for a cow? Such an inquiry cannot be 
satisfactorily answered, as each cow is 
an Individual, having peculiarities of 
disposition. There are preferences 
among animals for certain foods, as 
they have their Jikes and dislikes. A 
cow may have an excellent appetite to­
day and refuse to eat but little of her 
food to-morrow. Of the various foods, 
however, a cow will eat from 40 to CO 
pounds of mature corn ensilage, with 
from 5 to 10 pounds of grain with the 
ensilage, which may be given in place 
of the bran. Of clover bay, a cow may 
be allowed to eat as mach as she 
wishes. The ensilage may be reduced 
and mo* grain given, ground, if pre­
ferred, but there is no rule to govern 
the feeding of a cow. Each cow must 
be studied and her wants satisfied. 
Those yielding milk should be fed more 
liberally than those that are dry, or 
nearly so.
