**We bare gone through an experi­
ence In st Louis in regard to streets 
«rhlch ought to demonstrate what 
would be the result of the construction 
• f  good roads through the farming dis­
tricts,” said a speaker at a Missouri 
good roads convention. “The street 
Improvement of St. Louis began about 
eighteen years ago. At first there was 
very decided opposition to the taxing 
of the abutting property for the recon­
struction of the streets. Some con­
tracts were let for the Improvement of 
Streets, and special tax bills were Is­
sued against the property abutting on 
those streets. Some of those tax bills 
were paid without opposition, but the 
majority of them were contested. Pay­
ment was held back, and a test case 
was carried through all the courts of 
the state by some of the prominent citl- 
sens of St. Louis.

“No man had the temerity even at 
that time to oppose the improvement of 
the streets, but the position assumed 
by these contestants was that, as these 
highways were used by the people of 
the entire city, the cost of Improve­
ment should be paid by a general tax 
upon the entire community and should 
not be levied upon the abutting property. 
The highest court a t last decided that 
the tax upon the abutting property was 
a just one, was n Uen upon the proper­
ly  and therefore most be paid. From 
that time the Improvement of the 
streets became more general. The Im­
passable condition of the streets up to 
that time lost us more from a commer­
cial standpoint than ten times the ln- 
terest on the cost of Improvement.

“Since those streets have been im­
proved the property abutting upon 
them has increased in value from 25 to 
XO per cent Today public sentiment 
has become so entirely In favor of 
Street Improvement that no property 
holder can hold out against It, and by a 
vote of the people of St. Louis, taken 
within the last year, the charter ha» 
been amended so as to remove the tax 
Umlt of 25 per cent on the abutting 
property. Public sentiment had be­
come so decidedly In favor of street Im­
provement that the taxpayers author­
ised the municipal authorities to put an 
unlimited tax upon any lot in order to 
Improve the atreet in front of that lot.

“The m u lt is that you will see In 
St. Louis miles and miles of Improved 
Streets, which are not only a comfort 
to the people who live In the city, but 
■re  an object of admiration to vlaltors. 
They have greatly enhanced the value 
s (  the property fronting the streets.”

Leamington, In Warwickshire, Eng­
land, affords an interesting Instance of 
wbat the mere beautifying of a place 
àan do to make a town prosperous, 
■ays the Municipal Journal and Engi­
neer. Originally it was a popular In­
terior watering place, but fashion 
changed and the patronage went else' 
where, property values decliued and a 
•plrit of dejection took poaaeaslon of 
the people. It afforded no special ad­
vantages for manufacturing or com­
merce. and so they fell back on making 
It a desirable place of residence.

They organised an improvement asso­
ciation. pledged the credit of the town 
for the purchasing of parks, secured 
the margin of the I.earn rlrer. besutl- 
fled the banks, laid out WHlks aud 
drives and even subsidised u brass 
band and a boat service on the river.

With the transformation of Learning- 
ton, from an artistic point of view, 
«une the transformation In property 
values and In the prosperity of the en­
tire  community. All the old bouses 
"were filled with families who came 
there because It was a nice place in 
which to live, and within five years 
•vfcr 700 new homes were created, and 
the  town has since boon prosperous and 
the people contented.

Derby’s Stärket Stase.
In Derby, England, there la a curi­

ous relic of the great plague of 1605. 
I t stands In the arboretum gardens 
and la commonly called “the markgt 
atone.” To avoid Infection the coun­
try folk from the surrounding villages

Roland 
Morrill is said to have planted 100 acres 
of this variety last spring.
