Fire at St. Anthony

Winn Furniture Store Destroyed
With Heavy Loss.
Fire Originated in the Nigat and Was Soon Be-
yond Control—Good Work of Fire De-
partment—Loss $8,000.

The Winn Furniture company
was completely burned out by a fire
which originated about 1 o'clock
Wednesday morning. The total of
losses sustained will run from eight
to ten thousand dollars. The build-
ing occupied by L. J. Steele's bar-
ber shop, and the room directly
north which was recently vacated
by M. J. Hammond, was also de-
stroyed with all contents.

Herbert Leigh and A. H. Dahle
were the first to discover the flames.
They sounded the alarm and were
soon joined by John McCollum,
G e Harris, Charles Karren,
Wo0d Parker and others. Those
present at that time state that the
fire was then confined to the barber
shop, apparenty ‘coming from a
waste basket near the front win-
dow, soon creeping under the iron
roof to the roof of the furniture
store where it spread rapidly and
was soon beyond control. In less
than ten minutes after the fire
reached the furniture store the en-
tire roof was blazing fiercely. The
first stream of water was turned on
the fire by Messrs. McCollum,
Harris and Parker. This was
turned on the barber shop. The
high front of the building kept the
water from reaching the fire and
allowed it to spread. Had it been
possible at that time to have care
ried a hose to the top of the build-
ing it would have been easily put
out. Too few were present, how-
ever, to accomplish this. and by
the time the crowd arrived the
structures doomed. Two
streams were tumed on the ﬁl’C

street was turned on from the rear,

Mr. Winn, who occupied a room
in the rear of his store, escaped
with only the clothing he had on,
which was not excessive. He left
his shirt in which was an expen-
sive diamond stud, in his hurried
escape. He heard the shooting that
sounded the alarm, and also the
cracking of the flames on the roof |
and throughout the store, but was!
not aroused enough to realize what
was transpiring. He was awaken-
ed by a large stone thrown through !
the window by Dr. Fuller, which
came near being as fatal as the fire
would have been, as it narrowly
missed his head.

The water supply was surprising
to all. Two lines of hose were

supplied from one hydrant, yet the
stream had enough force to tear

shingles from the roof and reach
teh entire length of the building.
It could not have been better, and
superintendent Vanderveer and the
citizens of St. Anthony generally
may well take new pride in our
excellent water system.
