NEWS OF INTEREST

One fourth of the money received
from the forest reserves of this state
through the sale of timber, grazing
and other channels, has been turned
back Into the treasury of the state.
The amount which this state will re-
celve up to Juve 10th of this year s
$75,651.15, which will be reapportion-
ed to the several countiees to be used
for school and public road purposes.
Of this amount Lembi county will
receive $2501.04.

The petition of Fred Colemin, de-
faulting deputy state treasurer, for
an unconditionsl pardon was turned
down by the unanimous vote of jthe
board at their weeting last Saturday
Coleman must continue to serve an
indeterminate sentence in the peni-
te itlary. There scemed little hope of
his petition being grante.! at any
time aftef he made the applicaiion,
but it is presumed thit he based his
hope on the theory that if a thing Is
worth baving it is worth asking for.

4. Fever—Slight fever early In
the afternoon—especially between 2
and 4 o'cleok—Is & very common
symptow of early tuberculosis, Thils
fever Is often so slight that its exist-
ence 18 not suspected. Any tempera-
ture over 9 should aronse susplejon.
Often when there Is no afternoon
fever it will be found that the tem-
perature is below normal. This Is
also significant.

Washington, Nov. L. —After con-
sultation today between the White
House avd the war department, It
was decided that the orders given to
American troops on the border last
May-—to return any fire from Mexi-
can territory that endangers lives on
thie Awerican side of the line— would
be effective in the present situation
4t Nouglas. Should bullets contin.
uously fell into Arizona and jeopard-
fe the safely of American residents,
American troops without further
refersnce to Washington are to shell
the faction which is responsible for
the firlng into American territory.
