"I will prodnoe," ld Secret Service Detect-
ive John Porter, "the meerchinm pipe, tobacco
box, and watch taken from Mr. Benjamin Na-

than Immediately after the murder, and affida-

vits by whom planned and exeouted,"
This assertion waa made a few days ago In a

rendezvous of Secret Service detectives In the
Bowery,

"Oale Gitnnton, Johnny Irving, and Billy
were brought by Kelly, the housekeep-

er's son, Into a plan to rob Mr. Nathan's safe,"
the detective added. "Mr. Nathan was very
regular in hla habits. Be returned home invari-
ably between 10 and 11 o'clock at night. Before
going to bed he always smoked his nieerchaum
wound up hla watch, which he put on a night
table at nia bedside, ag aleo hla tobacco box.
Young Kelly found the men above mentioned,
and admitted them to the house. Mr. Nathan
returned home, called Kelly to his room and
gave him orders for the following morning. He
closed the door, and retired, as it was thought,
to bed. At 1 o'clock in the morning, Kelly

bis room and found hlin sleeping, lie
then admitted Cale Ounnion and John Irving,
Billy Forrester being left outside the house, to
give warning in oase of danger. It waa while
Cale Ounnion was trying to open the safe with
the dog that Mr, Nathan rouseil from hla sleep.
Seeing Kelly lie asked him what he was doing
there. Before Kelly could reply, Oale Ounnion
sprang up, with the Intention of running away,
when Mr. Nathan grappled with him. Ounnion
struck him on the head with the dog, and, as
Mr. Nathan staggered out ot the room, Ouuuion
struck him again killing him."

Detective Porter said that he can procure affi-

davits corroborating this atory, and that Cale
Ounnion had repeatedly expressed regret at the
killing. Ounnion is In the Albany penitentiary,
having twenty yeara to serve; Irving and For-

rester aro in Sing Sing, and Kelly is in Auburn,
The detective, reiterated bis aaaertlon that he
could produce the watch, box, and pipe, and. if
further evidence was needed, obtain confessions
from Kelly and Ounnion.

COMPULSORY EDUCATION

J. 2NJ" ACT
TO COMPEL CHILDREN TO ATTEND

SCHOOL.
The People of the State of Nevada, represented

in benato and Assembly, do enact as followi:
Section 1. Every parent, guardian, or other

person in the btate of Nevada, having control
and charge of a child, or children, between the

ages oi eigut and lourteen yeara, snail be re-

quired to send such child, or children, tot
public school for a period of at least sixteen
weeks in each school year, at least eight week!
of which shall be consecutive, unless such
child, or children, are excused from such at.
tendance by the Board of School Trusteea of ths
school district in which such psrents or

guardiaxa reside, upon its being shown to their
satisfaction that the bodily or mental condltloo
of sucb child, or children, has been sack

to prevent his, her or their attendance
at school, or application to study, for the period
required, or that such child, or children, vs
taught in a private school, or at home, in sucb
branches as are usually taught in primary
schools, or have already acquired the ordinary
branches of learning taught in the public
echool; provided, in case a public school shall
not be taught for the period or sixteen weeti
or any part thereof, during the year, within two

miles, by the nearest traveled road, of the res-
idence of any person within the school district,
he or she shall not be liable to the provisions f
this act.

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of the Board ol
School Trustees of each school district in thli
State, on or before the first Mondsy in Septem-
ber iu each year to furnish the prlncipsl of oacb

public school taught In such district with a list
of all children, resident in th. school district,
between the ageB of eight and fourteen yean,
said list to be taken from the report of the
School Census Marshal. At the beginning ol
each school month thereafter, It shall be tbe

duty of the principal ol each shool In such dis-

trict to report to the Board of School Trustees
of such district the names of all children at-

tending achool during the prevloua achool

mouth; when, if it shall appear at tho expira-
tion nf frtni m.ttittta tn th Tlnsnl Ot

School Trustees, that any parent, guardian, or

other person having charge or control of any
child, or children, shall have failed to comply
with the provisions of this act, the Board shall
cause demand to be made upon sucb parent
guardian, or other person, for the amount)!
the penalty herlnafter provided; when, If sue'
Parent, guaidian, or other person shall neglect
or refuse to pay the same within hve dsjB aftej
the making of such demand, the Board shall
commence proceedings, iu the name of the
school district, for the recovery of the nne here-

inafter provided, before ary Justice of the Peace
in the township in which said school district

located; or, if there shall be no Justice of tbe
Peace therein, then before the nearest Justice of

the Peace in the county.
Sec. 3. Any parent, guardian or other person

having control or charge of any child, or cbll

dren, fatllbg to Vomply with the provisions of

this act, shall be liable to a nne of not less than
fifty dollars, nor more than one hundred dollars,
for the first offense, nor less than one hundred
dollars, not more than two hundred dollare, foi

the second and each subsequent offense, besldst ,

the costs of collection.
Seo. 4. Whenever it shall appear to tbe satltr

faction of the Board of School ' rusteea of an)
achool district In this State that the parents,
guardians or other persona having control ana

charge of any child, or children, in attendar.es
upon the public achool of said district, in accord-
ance with the provisions of this act, are unable
to. procure suitable books, stationery, .to., I"'
sucb child, or chlldien, It shall be the duty ol
such Board to procure or cauae to be procured
for such child, or children, all necessary books,

stationery, etc., the aame to be paid for out of

the fund of Bald achool district. In the same wsy
that other claims against th. achool district an
now allowed and paid; provided that all books,
stationery, etc., purchased under the provisions
of thia act shall be deemed to be tbe property
of the achool district, to be under the care and
and control of the School Trusteea, when not la
actual use.
