Wkathku Report. Through the

courtesy of W. H. Hall, Signal Service
officer at Pioche, we have been enabled
to peruse the monthly weather revie
for July, 1877, iaeued by the War De-

partment office of tbe Signal Service
Division, of reports for the benefit of
commerce and agriculture. This review
for July coutuins all the data received up
to the i'Uh of August from the Canadian
Meteorologioal Service, tbe United States
Navy, tho Army, Post Surgeons and tbe
United States Signal Service. The most
interesting features in it are: tirst, the
few storms reported at sea; Second, the
unusually large number of tornadoes oc

curring the tirst ten days of July; third,
the general diminution of grasshoppers
and locusts, and tho slight amount of
damage dono by them aa compared with
tbe several years previous.
