They are so
small as to be useless for any purpose of
car movement, as we have seen; but that
their former and ancestral function wa3
that of moving the ears admits of no

question. In lower animals we find cor-

responding muscles well developed; while
we may also discover additional muscle
to be represented in the belongings of the
ears of many quadrupeds. In the ear of
the horse there are such additional mus-

cles; and we can readily conceive that
the wonderful pliability and range of
movement of the outer ear in this and
other animals would demand an increased
muscular supply over that found in higher
quadruped life, where ear movement be-

comes of less importance than in lower
existence. Thus we discover that in
such apes as the chimpanzee and orang,
whose ears closely resemble those of man
in form, the ear muscles are well nigh a?
feebly developed as is the human subject,
and the ears of these animals do not ap-

pear to be capable of any greater range
of movement than is exhibited by man.
