The Victoria Tubular Bridge across the
St. Lawrence, at Montreal, Canada, isa
grand specimen of engineering skill. It
consists of an enormous iron tube, 22 feet
high, 16 feet wide and 9194 fect lomg.
It is sapported by twenty four stone
piers and two solid abutments. 1t was
vpened for travellers in 1860, and cost
£3,300,000, The bridge across the Ohio
river at Louisville is 5,210 feet long and
is supported by 28 stone prers. Its cost
was £2,016,819.

The celebrated St. Louis bridge was
commenced in 1860 and completed in
1874 The main part is 1,520 feet in
length, divided into three spans, resting
on piers of stone. The piers were sunk
to the bed-rock in the river, through the
ganid from 90 to 100 feet, by means o
wroaght-iron caissons and atmospheric
pre sures. The immense spans are each
formed of four huge cast steel ribbed
arches. Tne bridge is two stories iu
height, the lower story beiug used by the
railway and the upper by street-cars,
carringes and footmen.  Beyond the
spang it passes over a viaduet approaching
200 fect in length, when the railway
enters a tunuel 4,800 feet long, passing
under n great part of the city. The
entire cost of the bridge and tunnel was
over §10,000,000.

The famous East piver bLridge, re
ceutly completed, is 1,505 feet. The
height of the towers above high water
murk is 276 feet, and the heiglt of the
roadway in the center above the water is
135 feet, The four cables are 3,578 feet
in length and 15§ inches in diameter.
The entire bridge, iucluding the ap.
proaches on each side of the river, s
8,172 feet long.  Its construction began
in January, 1870, and its probable cost
when completed will not Ve less than

#16,000,000, and it is not strong enough
for rnilway travel.
