Further particulars recently received

concerning the "green sun" seen in India
and South America at the beginning of
Autumn confirm the first reports which
indicated that it was one of tbe most re-

markable of natural phenomena observed
in many years. It is now learned that
the sun appeared discolored throughout
Ceylon as well as Southern India, and
that in South America the phenomenon
was observed on both sides of the Andes
over an extent of country ns much as a
thousand miles square. There the sun
retained its singular hue only one day,
the 2d of oeptember, while in India and
Ceylon (he "discoloration lasted at least
four days from September 8th to Sep.
temher 12th. In .other respects the ap-

pearance seems to have been nearly iden-

tical in both places, the hue of the sun
changing from green to bluo, according
to its elevation above the horizon. All
of the reports speak of the alarm it ex-

cited among tho people by the strange
color of the sun. Many thought that the
end of the world was at hand.

The green appearance of tho sun when
close to the horizon, which has been ob-

served in the Arctic region, has been
cited as a parallel case, but it really has
few points of resemblance to the phenom-
enon under consideration, and is evident-

ly the result of different causes. So far
as the evidence now obtained goes, it ap-

pears that the recent discoloration of the
sun was due to tho presence in the at-

mosphere of some gaseous matter or ex-

ceedingly fine dust, but the question is,
whence did it come ? There are two facts
which may help in obtaining an answer:
The phenomenon in both the Eastern and
Western Hemisphere was seen in the
neighborhood of the equator, and in both
cases in countries which are either the
scene of volcanic outbursts and earth
quakes, or which lie in the neighborhood
of the centers of such disturbances.

The suggestion that vapors belched
from the Javan volcanoes during their
tremendous exertions at the end of Au-

gust may have caused the sun to appear
green or blue in India and Ceylon offers a
reasonable explanation so far as it goes,
but then what was the caiue of the sim-

ilar phenomena in South America, where,
so far as known, no great volcanic erup-
tion has occurred? Tho old earth has
yet a few mysteries left.

The Last Gladiatorial Ficht is the
Colisecm. In 40t Honorius was Em-

peror. At that time, in the remote
deserts of Libya, there dwelt an obscure
monk, named Telemachus. He had heard
of these awful scenes in the far off Coli-

seum at Borne. Depend upon it, they
lost nothing by their transit across the
Mediterranean in the hands of Greek and
Roman sailors. In the baths and market
places of Alexandria, in the Jewries of

Cyrene, in the mouth of every initerant
Eastern story teller, the festive massa
ores of the Coliseum would doubtless be
clothed in colors truly appalling, yet
scarcely more appalling than the truth
Telemachus brooded over these horrors,
until bis mission dawned upon him. He
was ordained by Heaven to put an end to
the slaughter of human beings in the
Coliseum. He made his way to Rome.

He entered the Coliseum with the throng
at the time the gladiators wero parading
in front of the Emperor with uplifted
swords and the wild mockery of homage
"Mouriturite salutant." Elbowing his

way to the barrier, he lept over at the
moment when the combatants rushed at
each other, threw himself between them,
bidding them, in the name of Christ, to
desist. To blank astonishment bi

ceeded imperial contempt and popular
fury. Telemachus fell slain by the
swords of the gladiators. Legend may
adorn the tale and fancy fill out the

picture, but the solid fact remains there
never was another gladitorial fight in the
Coliseum. One heroic soul had caught
the flow of popular feeling that had al

ready begun to set in the direction of

humanity and turned it. He had em
bodied by his act, and consecrated by his
death the. sentiment that already lay
timidly in the hearts of thousands in that
great city of Rome. -- Good Words.
