per's Magnzine. 1 shall see the man before
whom trembles the whole roce of one of the
oldest peoples of the world, the Biltan in
person, the Eldest Son of God, clothed in
glory and power, o manmore than royal and

‘almost divine. '

1 haive donned my dress elothes and my
white eravat, and my gibbous hat towoers
sbove my head, This gurb seanis to me so
ridiculous thut Iaw ashumed of it for the
spkeofl art, for the suke of my country, and
above all for my oo sake. Must 1, then, ap-
pear thus masquernded beneath the irony of
the sun? Anilif there were only the sun
to see me, it would not be so terrible, but
the=e will be a whole nation to jear atus!

My smticipation is being realized—we are
aloughing-stock. The whole town isin a
