St .Louis Man's Finn to Combine Ocean
- and Inland Navigation.
r The problem of providing1 some
method by which ocean-goin- g cargo
Bhipa may reach tlio river cities has
been taken up by Andrew IL Lucas,
of St Louis. Ho ha invented
twin-hu- ll adjustable-kee- l ship, which
can.- be mado serviceable for the
navigation of tho ocean and of rivers
of ordinary depth. Tho inventor is
at present In this city for tho pur-
pose of consulting with Naval Archi-
tect Walfred Sylvan in reference to
the plans of tho vessel, which is to
be built by Cramp & Sons, of Phila
delphia.

"Tho Mississippi river," he said
recently, "is too shallow to acconv
modato, ocean 8toamers of ordinary
construction, and it is tho purpose of
the adjufslaulo-kec-l vessol to ovorcomo
this difficulty. To this end a craft
has been devised combining a river
steamboat and an ocean steamship.
Tho ship has two hulls, united at
their forward end by a solid bulk
head, and huviiijj an open space bo-

tweon thc.a toward tho storn. These
hulls are intondod as holds for the
cargo, nnd will also afford space for
the accommodation of part of the
machinery used in propelling the
vessol. hach will have a stationary
keel. Between theso hulls will bo
an adjustable kocl, which can be
lowered and raised at pleasure. In
short, this adjustable keel is the old
principle of tho centorboard adapted
to sea-goin- g ships of considerable
tonnage.

The false kool can be lowered by
proper machinery in tho space between
the hulls to twice tho ordinary immer-
sion of the loaded ship. That is to say,
suppose tho ordinary draught of a one
thousand-to- n loaded ship should bo
seven foot, under which conditions she
could run up a river liko the Missis-

sippi as far as St. Louis at nearly all
ordinary stages of water, when she
should be called upon to go to sea her
false keel could bo lowered to fourteen
feet below tho lino of her normal
draught,

'
giving her a total practical

immersion of twenty-on- e foet, with
corresponding resistance to storm or
wind pressure abovo.

"Whon in uso tho upper part of the
drop keel is flra'.y hold in place by
stout steel braces constructed along
the entire length of the inner sides of
the two hulls. The mechanism for
raising and lowering it will bo mount-
ed in connection with tho engine shaft
of the vessel. From tho bow to a
point over the forward end of this keel
the ship is to bo built solid, with
water-tig- ht compartments. Her en-

gines are to bo of tho triple-expansio- n

type, and her motive power tho twin
screw. If our new system of propul-
sion should b3 found practicable an
extraordinary rate of Bpeed is assured,
as the construction of tho sh'p affords
admirablo facilities for the use of
auxiliary twin screws placod near the
stern of each hull. The experiment
ship is to bo called the St. Louis. It
will be built of steol and in the best
possible mannor. It will bo built to
make twenty-fiv- e miles an hour on the
ocean, and can not be sunk or burned."
