seen to be fully appreciated. There are
at present 5 men taking out ore and it is
understood that it will not be long before
more men will be put on.

Lincoln County Ahead Once More.

At Fagle Valley on Friday week, the
residents were treated to a genuine res.
urrection. The Iodians that were in
the Valley had all gone to Panaca to at-
tend & fandango, with the exception of
an old Indian called Teekaboo, and hia
squaw. Teekabooisa very old Indian,
was very sick and could not attend the
fandango on that aceount, pud his [aith-
ful syuaw stayed with him to minister to
him in his last moments, Teekaboo
grew gradually worse and as it seemed
but a matter of & few daya before hia
time would come, his squaw thought of
the gay time the reat were haviog at the
fandango, concluded to bury her old
man. Digging & bole about three feet
deep she wraped old Teekaboo up in o
blanket and put him io the hole and
covered him with sage brosh and a few
rocks and put a cup of water on each
side of the grave in case he would like &
drink, but had taken good care to wrap
his arms that he had no use of them.
The place where she buried him was
about # mile above Hagle Valley. She
then went to Eagle Valley and told the
residents that Teekaboo was dead and
on Wednesday she left for Panaca, On
Priday, Tke Matthews wan riding up the
Valley, and heaving some nnusual noise,
followed from whence the sound came
and came upon the grave, He pulled
part of the sage brush off and Old Teeka-
boo's fave was revealed. Teckaboo said
“Koch die,”” which #s0 seared Mr.
Matthews that he jumped on hia horse
and beat Tenbrooks time bnek to the
Valley, He told the folks there, who
immediately went up, but could not per-
suade Mr, Matthews to go with them,
They found him as Mr. Matthews had
told them and soon had him out and he
bids fair to out live his old squaw yet.
He was in the grave about sixty five
hours,

died Sunday evening, a$ about 9 o'clock’
of double pneumonia, He had been sick
but a short while before his death, On
going to Milford with a passenger some
two weeks ago, he caught a cold which
settled on his lungs, and when he got
back, which was Thursday week, it had
resolved itself into poeumonin, He
would not take any medicine that was
prescribed for him by the physician
called on, and rapidly grew worse until
denth came and ended his sufferings,

rabbit, on Tuesday, narrowly escaped
being seriously hurt. He was loading
buckets on the 400 ft. level at the shaft
and undoubtedly filled the bucket two
full. On ringing to hoist, the bucket had
not gone far when a rock that would
weigh 8 pounds fell off and struck his
right arm between the elbow and wrist,
It mashed the flesh a little but did not
break any bones, He will be able to
work in n few days,

Al Godbe and Joe Goodrich left for
Spring Valley last week and to make
yuick time took a short cut which they
had heard about, They were told to
keep every right hand road after cross-
ing the lat, They done 8o and came to
the end of six wood roada and traveled
over roads that had not seen a wheel in
ten years, Instead of making the trip in
five hours they were ten and were lucky
to get to Spring Valley at all. Short

ACCIDENT ON THE RAILROAD
GNRADE NEAR CLOVER
VALLEY,

A messenger came in from Clover Val-
ley late Thuraday night after a doctor to
attend » man who, that afternoon, had
been seriously injured by a blast at one
of the tunnels below Clover Valley,
The accident occurred a short distance
balow McLaughlin's camp, an the lattor's
work, Four freight teams were on their
way up the canyon, one wagon, driven
by J. D. Holly, being some two hundred
yards in advance of the others, when
without any warning whatever to the
teamsters, a series of five blasta were set
off at the facing of one of the tunnels,
At the first discharge, Holly, who was
only some aixty feet away, stopped hia
team, and amid a shower of flying rock,
ran for his life. He had gone but a
short distance when a flying rock struck
him on the buack part of the thigh,
knocking him some twenty feet, mhat.
tering his limb, and, it is thought, also
breaking his thigh, His' companions
hurried forward %o his assistance and
had but reached the spot, when, with-
out warning, three other blasts were
fired below, scattering rocks along the
road over which they had just passed,
Holly, the injured man, was conveyed
to Clover and a doctor sent for immedi*
ately. De. Dukes, the road surgeon liv-
ing at Clover Valley, was himself in-
jured several days ago, his team run-
ning away near the summit, at the ex-
plosion of a blast, and running over a
seven fout embankment, upsetting the
i, tha Doctor sustaining severe injuries
wi L loit bresst.
