One of the Most Dlomorkable Cases
of tho Lzo.

An Apged African VWho G idually Changed
from n Deep lack to n Deadly
White—A I'uzzlo to the
Doctors.

For many yeari opeot the most fa-
miliar and well-lmown flzuren on the
strects of Westminstor, AL, hai been
Abrabam Ireland, familisyiy inown to
both old and young as “Uncle Abram,"
a hord-working, industrious colored
man, kind snd genial in disposition and
unobtriscive in manner, says o special
from Westminster to the Dultimore Sun.
Until recently he eaj-yed exccllent
health. After a short Liness of pneu-
monia, following an attask of the grip,
he died the other morning at 7 o'vlocls,
in tho eighty-third year of hisage. To
the yonngor gencration of Westminster
he was probally not 85 preat o curionity
a8 to the older ones, who romember him
in his younger daysas having a shiny,
jet black skin, with cvery indi ation of
his pure Afrian lincasze, nuil his grod-
unl change 1o o pure white has been
constant sour:e of speculation and curd-
osity. The change was not a sudden
one, but very gradual, and no change in
his feclings of healih was the least no-
ticeuble. Ile was born ot “Soldicrs’
Delight,” Daltimore county, R, on
Polm Sunday, 1800, of slave porents,
and was the property of Nitholas Lowe,
whosold him to Ames Lowe, with whom
he moved to Finksburg, Carroll county.
When fifteen years old his master sold
him to Mr. Andrew Powder, of West-
minster, with whom he learned the tan-
ner's trade and lived until he was forty-
five yenrs old,  Ile worlced at his trade
until 1870, but did not thinlk the tan had
any effect on his color, as other colored
men worked in the sume yard without
any change of complexion.

Doth his parents were full-blooded
Africans, very black, as are all of his
children, his son David, one of the most
prominent colored men in the town,
hoving o rich mahogany complexion.
The first change noticeable in Abraham
was a white spot which appeared on his
cheele about thirty yearsago, then on
his forchend and one wrist, the white
spots appearing on different parts of his
body and gaining for him the title of
“Leopard.” The spots then increased
rapidly, finally coming together, until
his entire body was of a sickly white,
aptly deseribed by Hucle Finn in Marlk
Twnin's famous book, as ‘‘fish-belly
white.” The change was complete and
permanent, no fading from black to
white nor shading of color, but pure,
unmistalcable white. Ilis head is per-
fectly bald, and of the same deadly
white ns the rest of his body A few
spota of color have appeared in recent
years upon his face and these he at-
tributes to sunburn, as his life has been
spent principally out of doors. Ilis body
was whiter than his face or hands.
There has never appeared to be any
skin disease or unplensant itching sen-
sation, and the old man at last suec-
cumbed to the hand of death, as so
many others have done in the last yea.r.
from cold and the prevailing grip, his
bodily health in every way being still
unimpaired. While puzzling the med-
ical froternity Abraham attracted the
attention of the public and received sey~
eral offers to place himself on exhibition
in dime muscums, and also recelved a
very ﬂntt.cring offer from the veteran
showman, P, T. Darnum, but these he
deelined, pre!crrlngaquict life with his
son, never caring for notoriety. A few
years ago Mrs. Jacob LCldridge, of
Howell, Mich., & similar fréak, died in
that state and attracted considerable
attention. She was ulso of full African
blood, her grandfather having come
from Guines, and her experience of the
change from a colored to o white per-
son was similar to that of “Uncle
Abram," suffering no inconyenience nor
showing any signs of o skin disease,
She was the only other case known to
the public up to the present time.
