siding for one full yesr precediog the
makiog of sald applioation, s an
idiot or fesble-minded person, Lo cause
such person to be brought befors bim
#t such time and such place as he may
direot, and tha said Judge shall ulso
cause Lo appear at such time and place
such wilnesseaas he may desm proper
and one or more licensed practising
pbysicians, Bald pbysiclans shall
proceed to examiuve the person and the
witnrgses 80 brought before said Judge,
the witnesges to be placed under onth,
and If said physicians, after cuyeful
examiuation, sball certify upon oath
that the charge Is vorrect, giviag thejr
reagons therefor, and it the Distriot
Judge is sutisfind that such person is
an idiot or {eeble-minded person aud
Ia incompetent Lo provide for his or
her own proper care or support, and
bas no property applioable for such
purpose, aod no kindred in the degree
of husband or wifa, fathar or mother,
obild, brother or sister liviog within
this Siate of sufficient moans or ability
to provide properly for such care and
support, and is forther satisflod that
it will be for the best interest of said
Indigent snd the ocounty of which
he is at the time & resldent he
shall cause the said indigent, idio
or fesble-minded person to be convey-
ed to the Insane Asylum of this Stale
At the exponse of the county of which
#ald person was a bona fide resident
during the perlod of one year next
preceding the making of sajd applics-
ton, and placed In oharge of the
propar pereon haviog charge of said
Asylum, together with a copy of the
complaint, commitment and physal-
oiana’ pertificate, whioh shall be in
such form as the Board of Commin-
sionera for the Care of the Indigent In-
sane of the Siate of Nevada msy pre-
noribe.
