SOUTHERN LINCOLN.

PROGRESS OF THE NEVADA
SOUTHERN RAILROAD.

It is Asserted that tho Road will be
Extended Northward to Pioche,

Tho Mines of the Yellow Pino Sec-
tion Being Gradually Developed.

Nothing but good oewa ia received
from the Yellow Pine aection of our
county, and the mining interest there ia

gradually growing stronger and promisee
to develop into a genuine boom before
loug.

There is no longer any doubt but that
the Nevada Southern will push its line
at ones forward to Good Springs, thia
county, without making any material
stop. , Thirty milesof rails are now down,
which waa to have been opened for

and freight traffio last week. Thia
briugs the line to the Vanderbilt District,
where heavier grading for ten milea than
any heretofore encountered, will retard
somewhat - the progress of the road.
After that point is passed the forty miles
remaining to Good Springs cm easily be
laid, since no part of it will require heavy
grades and sum twenty-fiv- e milea runa
over a dry lake, the surface of which ia
as smooth ta t floop and so hard that
band of horses' &ifan over it leave no
perceptiblo trail. sThe assertion ia also
made, and confidently, that the build-

ing will then continue to be pushed
northeastward t' the Muddy Valley,
thence' up Meadow Valley Wash, and
ultimately connect with the Rio Grande
Western atSalina, Utah. '

Surveyors are
out along the line and as large a force of
men are employed on the whole work as
material can be obtained for to keep
busy. Track laying progresses now at
the rate of half a mile a day and rail
and ties cannot well be put in to increase
this pace, though the effort will be made
to do it. Manville Junction ia the name
of the station at the and of the thirty
mile section. A railroad party is to be
on the ground on - May 2d, prepared to
make a thorough investigation again of
the country's resources.

The extension of the road to this
vicinity means permanent work for us
hereabouts also and a resumption of our
smelters. With the road in operation to
carry out black ore and iron ore tor fluxes
at other reduction points, jjd to bring
in lead ores from the south in return.
there is no reason why good and perma
nent smelting should not be done here,
and it probably will, and when begun on
this basis the limit to its extension
cannot be estimated.

Work on the Yellow Pine mines goes
on lightly, the average owner stands
ready to furnish ore for shipment as soon
as the road will take it and development
work without the road is expensive to
such a degree that little of it ia being
attempted. .

At the Keystone gold claim not over
lour men nave been employed for the
past two months, and no1 ore has been
shipped, though a ibnsidrftable quantity
lies on the dump. Freight rates have
been reduoed from $30 to $15 a ton and
will become lower as the railroad ap-

pro iches nearer. A new gold mill has

jnst been completed at the Needles, on
the Colorado river, in which Mr. Blake
of Denver is interested. The next ship-
ments of ore from the Keystone will
probably be made to this point, rather
than to Denver, as formerly. Tavlor's
half interest in the property has not vet
been purchased, but in all probability it
will be before the option expires, which
will be on the fifth of next month. The
price asked for this interest is $40,000
and the option is held by Oscar Hibbard,
formerly aanuyer at the Keystone.

Development work on the Clemintina
claim, near the Keystone, is also to be
proseouted now, and Messrs. Keeley,
Werner and S. T. Godbe, the owners, are
sanguine of making the property more
than pay expenses from the start. An
offer of $12,000 waa recently made for
the claim aud refused, though the only
work done ia a twelve foot shaft. This
shows a strong seam of $560 ore, however,
and ore of similar charaoter crops out for
more than a hundred feet on the surface,
an excellent showing all around.

Western Horses
The Kansas City Drovers' Telegram

aaya that the recent sale of branded
horses made at the Kansas City Stock
Yards Horse and Mule Market, should
be gratifying to the western producer and
ranchman. There "was a shipment of
250 head from Nevada and they averaged
at auction from $40' to $120 per head.

The small bronco is hard to
sell at any. piice, It Jt difficult to ssy
just how long this deihand will last, but
there is one thing certain, shippera who
get their stock on tho market during th
next thirty or sixty days cannot go far
wrong."- There were more buyers on th
market for branded horses than at any
time during the past two yeara and the
offerings of this olass were rather light.
There could be 1,000 htad of good west
ern geldings sold on this market for good
prices during the next ten days, as there
are a number of buyers on the market at
present wanting from one to ten loads,
and they want them bad. Brenrlen
horses sell at auction as high as $210 a
pair.
