hall stage. To these must be added nino
jugglers, fourteen tight rope walkers and
aerial trapeze specialists, four strong
men, a dozen circus clowns, six conjur-
ers and a man monkey whatever the
latter may be. There are fifty-eig- in-

strumentalists who desire positions iu
orchestras, and seven amateurs wish to
go on the stage. Trios, families and
troops are found in twenty-fiv- e instances.

The national Republican committee,

trough Chairmau Thomas H. Carter, is
lending out most nrgeiit letters to the
leaders of the party for funds to pay the
tendency in the national campaign
fond.

springing up to defend him gratuitously
on the sole ground that "he himself was
a believer-an- d a practicer of astrology.
Six years ago there were no periodicals
in England devoted to astrology. There
are now three.'
