PARLIAMENTARY HUMORS.

Ristorical Incidents That Helleved the Te- |

dium of Polltical Debate.

The house of commons now seruples to
adjourn on acconnt of Derby day, Lut in
early times it indulged in a holiday npon
occasions which modern readers must
consider still more strangely insdequate.
Horace Walpole mentions in his mem-
oirs that in March, 1751, the house
sdjourned to attend at Drury Lane
theater, where Othello was to be acted
by a Mr., Delaval and his family.

Again in February, 1781, a bill intro-
duced by Mr. Burke with reference
to the civil list waa read for the first
time, but the second reading was de-
ferred to that day fortnight, ‘*becaunse
the 21st was to be a feast day and the 224
was the benefit of Mme, Vestris, the fa-
vorite French dancer at the opera.”

Even when in sesslon the house was
much given to amuse itself with petty or
frivolous iacidents, s is shown by some
singular entries preserved in the official
records. Under date May, 1604, it is
noted that a jackdaw flew in st the win-
dow, This was considered ominouns, and
apparently it proved a bad omen for the
bill in debate, as the measure was soon
afterward rejected, Again we are told
by the veracious state chronicler that
in May, 1014, “a dog came into the
house, a strange spaniel, mouse colored."”

About 170 years later it is recorded
that another canine intruder entered the
house, taking his seat before the
and all the government.

Lord North, then prime minister, was
speaking and jooularly appealed to the
speaker, saying, “Sir, I am interrupted
by & new member."

The dog unsbashed did not take the
hint, but resumed his barking, where-
upon the good humored premior kept up
the joke, protesting that *‘the new mem-
ber had no right to speak twice in the
same debate” In much more recent
times almost equally trifling episodes
have been known to relieve mightily the
tedium of political contention,—~Cham:

Eggt In the Nest of the Pellean.

I have been informed that the brown
pelicans steal eggs from ome another's
nests in order to fill their complements,
or at least take possession of those they
find lying on the ground and roll them
into their nests. Although this does not
seem at all likely for various reasons, I
cannot dispute it authoritatively, and,
moreover, there were strong proofs that
such was the case in many nests that I
examined in Florida. These nests,
which were near together, often con-
tained four eggs, never more, one to
thras of which were voady to hatch, the
others being fresh or nearly so,

And, again, there would be eggs in the
same nest with young over a week old
or young of ages quite10 dayy' varig-
tion. Butone moint was ever observa-
ble, the young or eggs or both, never
exoeeded four in number, lhowing even
if the charge of abduction is proven,
that the old birds know their limit.—Dr.

There are two men in this city who
are thoroughly convinced that much
good may come out of the parnsal of
flashy novels. They have been sojourn-
ing in state prison for the last five years
—one in Sing 8ing and the other in Au-
burn. A day or two before Thanksgiv-
ing they returned to their- respective
homes free meén. The governor had be-
come satisfied that they were innocent
wen, wrongfully convicted, and had
pardoned them,

The reading of a flashy novel by one
of the convicts while lounging in the
corridors of the prison led to an investi-
gotion which convinced a great many
infiuential persons in this city that two
men had been railroaded to prison—one
for fifteen years and the other for eight-
een years—simply because of lack of
proper legal defense. The reader of the
novel was 8o impressed by the exu-
berant sentimgnt that trickled throngl
the narrative that he made up his mind
that the authoress, for it was & woman'u
story, must be very soft hearted.

He therefore lost no time in
her a written statement of his case, with
an appeal to ald him in securing his lib-
erty.
