must hare everything of the finest,
and therefore they usually take support-
ers to themselves. There is one very
rich and famous family in this city,
though of humble origin, which displayi
a coat of arms with four supporters in- -

; atatd of the two which usually satisfy
I English duoal families.

There is, however, a great deal of dis-
satisfaction with this irregular state oi
things. . Mr. Ward McAllister, the ar-
biter of fashion," said it should not be tol-

erated. Coats of arms, he says, should
be registered at a herald's office, as they
are in England and other well regulated
European countries. Then we should
know who were entitled to them, how

"they got them and so forth.
"I propose," said Mr. McAllister, "that

the American herald's office should be

This is a very practical suggestion. The
government would be able to put a tax
