necessary article. One or two spriogs
were discovered about a year ago, and a
fow owned by ranchera have been bonded
by the owoers of mines. Still the
Amouut was not considered sufficient, and
the search waa continued, Jos. Sharp,
& resident of Pahranagat Valley, becams
interested, and took into his contidence
an old Iudian nsmed Tom, who informed
him of large springs that had been
covered up for years by the red men for
use in cases of emergency, and he guided
Sharp to the apot, Lust week Mesars.
Sharp, Chas. Lampson, John Ferguson
and Ed, Freudenthal located the springs.
They are situnted sbout ten milos west
of Helene, and are 500 fost higher than
the town, The fortunate owners are
confident that thess springs will supply
conugh water Lo run two ten-stamp mills,
benides farnishing all that may be
necensary for the use of the town.

The looators have alroady parties at
work developing the springs.

THE BLACK CANYON,

One of the Wonders of Lincoln Coune
ty of which but Little s Known.

Captain J, A, Mellon, who for many
years has been running steamers on the
Colorado river from Yuma an far up a8
the Grand Canyon and into it for s loug
distance, was recently in San Francisco
and was interviewnd by a Chronicle rep-
resentative. Travel in pretty brisk on
the rivor this year, he says, and becauso
ol this he will soon push the steamers
forward through the famous Black Cun-
yon, where hitheito they have rarely
ventured, and even then only when all
the conditions werse most favorable,
Howover, the oaptain bas hit on an unique
plan to surmount the giant cascades, He
has caused great steel staples to bedriven
in the siden of the frowning cliff, In
these are stout iron rings. Ropen are run
through these when the steamers arnve
and by the aid of u steam capstan on
board the steamer is enabled to plow her
way forward, It is a dizzy undertsking,
but Captain Mellon is conviaced that it
can be made s sucocss, There the gorges
and the cascades are excoedingly wild,

“The Black O:nyon,” said Captain
Mellon, “*is forty milea through in one
place before the sun shines on the depths
The walla are 4000 feet high, or well on
s mile, In the Grand Cunyon, whers
the river is 300 foct wide, the walls nre
6000 feet high, but they are thirteen
miles scross at the top—that s, from wall
to wall.  But in the frowning Black
Canyon, where the river is 300 feet wide,
the walls rau up 4000 feet und are oar-
rower at the top than at the bottom. At
least that is 20 in many places,

*The Canyon commences at the Bl
Dorado Canyon, in Liucoln county, Ne-
vada, sad ruos for forty miles to the
north in the ssme county, to what is
koown as tho Vegas Wusb, From there
we will go on up to the Virgin River,
and on up to Rioville, the old Mormon
settlemient, From there oo the Mormone
hold sway elear up to Salt Lake.

“A numbor of mining campa are being
opened up along the route, It is an ex-
tremely wild country, but promises to
develop great interests in many places,”

Most of these are maoufactured in the
esst, but recently the demand in Califor-
nia for such apparstos has made impera.
tive tho establishment oo this coast of
manufactories and agencies for spraying
machinery of the most approved pat-
terna,

The suitability of the force pump eni-
ployed is dependent upou the vature of
tho work to bo accompiished. The large
orchards of California demand the use of
pumps of large capacity. These permit
the use of two or more spray discharges
sud consequently require an extreme
amount of force in their management.
Thore is however little if any call as yet
in Nevads for machinery permitting such
wholesale work,

Apother extreme in represented in the
small pump manipulated by one hand
while the other directs the noszle, Such
are vary wsatisfactory when employed
upou small plants and shrobs of limited
numbers, but for orchard pumps thess
pumps are utterly woeless. Not only is
the required labor unduly inoreased, but
worst of all the spray, if it reaches the
upper branches at all, has little or no
force as it does,

For geweral farm use the most available
foree pump is doubtloss one that will
keep two discharge pipes of one-half inch
hose constantly filled with considerable
presaure.  To run such a pump the labor
of one man will be rejuired. But one of
the discharges need be used in spraying
proper, tha other with partially obstruct-
ed outlet may ba directed into the supply
roceptacle as an agitator, Thin is necess-
ary with such substances as remasio in
mechanical mixture only, the active por.
tion of which will settls if undisturbed-
When using other liguids requiring no
agitation this discharge may be cut off,
thue giving increased force to the noszle
discharge,

The most important virtue of the pump
lies in the forcs that can be imparted to
its discharge Herein liea u great part of
the mecret of successful apruying. To
aid this, §-inch hose is greatly to be pre-
ferred over Juinch hose which is also
much heavier and more cumbersome,
For orchard wark twenty-five or thirty
feet of hose is none too much. To no
part of the sprayiog outfit is greater im-
portance due than to the nozzle and its
use, Upon thewe, aided by the proper
force from the pump, is dependent the
thoroughoeas with which the work of
sprayiog can be accomplished,

Iu geoeral the best nozzle is that which
resolvos the stream into a floe mist
which still reiains & conaidersble park of
the force imparted by the pump,

It will be seen. that such a spray will
extend at moat but & fow feet beyond the
nozzle. Experience has  demonstrated
that to obtain best results, the nozzle
must be held close to the point of attack.
To meet this, the modern spraying outfit
includes nn “extension' which consists of
s light gas-pipe six or eight feet long
encased in bamboo, This connecting
the howe and vozzle permits the latter to
ba brought closs to the uppermost
branches where the work may be as
thoroughly done as below. For tempo-
rary use, the “‘extension” may be re.
placed by an ordinary bamboo pole to one
extremity of which the hose bearing the
nozzle may be attached, the operator
then holding the hoss with the other ex.
tremity of the bamboo.

Theso leading foatures of the spraying
outlit are generally admitted to be
easential and the writer cannot do other
than advise their obscrvance by thoss
intendiog the purchage of spraying appa.
ratus,

A question having arien on the right
of polygamists, in whoso favor President
Harrinon jwsued & proclamation of sm-
oeaty, to vote, the Utah Commission re-
ferred the matter to the Departmont of
Justice at Washington. The Attorney-
General replied that he was not the ad-
viter of the Commission and declived to
express an opinion. The Commission say
that the right to vote did not necessarily
follow upon amuesty, bat it was the
apirit of the proclamation to extend that
privilege, They, therefore, direst the
registration of polygamists, and they will
vote fur the first time in twalve yeoars.
