developments of the century. A leading
street railway journal draws attention
to tha fact that in tbe past fire years the
BoQeac of atret railways operated by
electricity ha increased from 90 mile to
orer 6,000 mflea, which ia a greater mile-

age than that of all tbe other street rail-

ways in tha country operated by both
animal and other forms of motire power.
