Enough has been accomplish-
ed to demonstrate that a superior
article can be grown in this country.
The plant is suited to many sections of
the West, and we hope to see some of
our irrigation farmers try the business.

Toa plants may be grown either from
seeds or cuttings. Many of the
Chinese varieties and most of the As-
sam hybrids develop into luxuriant
plants in this country. The yield for
1892, under high cultivation, was
equal to that of the best Indian gar-
dens of the same nee. The rate of
production of a well manured eardon
of 1,500 plants, at six years of ago, is
reckoned at lrom ZM to uuu pounds.
It is probable that the profit can never
be of any consequence, except in pick-
ing the small, young leaves,used in the
manufacture of high-grad- e teas. This
is prevented by the Asiatio cheap
labor where tea pickers work for from
six to eleven cents per day.

Unly the Assam varieties have been
tested at the Pinehurst plantation, but
the Chinese plants will bor this sea-
son. The outlook is eood for at least
100 acres being planted and a first
quality of tea being harvested. But,
its value as a crop for profit remains to
be demonstrated. It is thought that
by hiring women and children at very
low wages to pick tho loaves, the in-

dustry can be made a success. This is
of course not advisable.
