Mitchell got in twice on Corbett's nsck,
Corbett knocks him dowu twice in success-
ion, The goog saves Mitchell,

Third and lsst round: Mitchell was
rather groggy. Corbett rushed at him,
swung right and left hoavily on Mitehell's
neck, Mitchell went down and took the
full length of time to rise; then Uorbett
rushed at him like atiger. Mitcholl clinch.
ed, when Corbett threw him off and floored
him with u atiff facer, Again he took all
the time to rise and when he advanced to-
ward Corbett the latter swung his right with
deadly effact on Mitchell's nose. Mitchell
reeled and fell on bhis face helpless, The
referee counted one, two, three, four, five,
#iz, seven, sight, nine, ten. Mitchell failed
to rise, he was knocked out aod the referee

declared Corbett the winner of the match
and the champion of the world.
The fight was all Corbett's, though

Mitchell made ashow in the firet round.
Mitobell's face at the end was covered with
blood, He was carried to his corner in &
holpleas condition.

The time of the fight was nine minutes.

The men did oot shake hauds at the be-
giuning of the fight, The referva called on
them to dowo, bat neither responded.

What Mitchell thought as he faced the
Western giant may never be known.
Doubtless his governing thought was to win
for glory. The telling punishment to which
the British pugilist was subjected told hea-
vily upou him, At theoutwet his every ac-
tion indicated his watchfalluess which is
charaoteriutio of him. As the fight went
on sud the Amarican showed himsell master
of the Eoglishman, evidences of despair be-
came unoticeabls in his maoner. He called
to hia aid, his very best powers as a Ring
Genoral and tried to stave off the inevitable,
but his opponent was too heavy and too
scientifically trained ts be withstood,
The Englishman's rallieis became foehler,
and feebler, as blow after blow wos raioed on
him, and though he stood punishment with
grim bull.dog determination, human nature
could not withetand the terrible effects of
the punishment which he received, and ns
he sank to the ground a defeated man, there
wanr & look on his face of sorrowfuloess,
mingled with hatred, fierce and maligoant,
atich as in seldom seen on the face of man,

Finally, after an unsnocesaful stroggle to
renew the fight, forcing himeelf to a half
erect position, he toppled over, and fell
headlong in the arena, while a shout of ex-
ultation rose from the throats of Corbett's
{riends.
