Unexpected Gold Discovery.
While diggiug post holes eu the Culver

well Brothets' ranch in Meadow Valley
Wash one d.y last week, some line lookiug
quartz was turned out which looked
though it might be of value. An asssy
made returned 58 a ton in gold. Prospect-
ing in the vicinity rssulted in too discovery
of three ledges, averaging about four feet in

idth, and upon which locations were
immediately placed. The cropping at
other points returned sss,ys of SS also.
The discovery was made on the West side
of the valley, on the bench, just outside the
