In The South.
The settlers of Bunkerville and the Muddy

Valley are discussing the proposition of
forming a road district and building a de
cent road between the two places. It has
loog been a necessity, but the extent of the
task compared with the resources for this
work at command, have deterred the people
from undertaking it. Crossing the Virgin
river with anything of a load, at almost any
season of the year ia a dangerous piece of
business on account of the quicksands,
which make it necessary, when once started
from one bank to the other, to keep moving.
A stop of a minute to rest the team, and the
wheels are seen to settle. A few inches of
this anifthat wagon must be unloaded right
there jn order to get it out. This phase of
river travel is well understood by the resi-

dents there now, and accidents are of seldom
occurrence. Travelers however, frequently
take along a guide from Bunkerville to
Bonelli'a crossing to guard against this
danger. As an instance, last month a family
of man and wife and several small children
passed down with two wagons. The
huiband ld with a heavy team, the wife
followiug in light rig. Above Bunker-
ville a few miles, in crossing the river the
woman stopped to water the horses) the
wagon settled and she oould not start again.
The husband seeing the trouble, left his
wagon in the bed of the stream in what ap-

peared to be a patch of solid sand and wept
to the relief of his wife. This occupied a
little time and when he returned to his own
teapi he found his wagon solidly fixed in tha
sand to the hubs. The balance of the day
waa spent in digging out. It is thought
that less than $1000 will build a road which
will be passable for all teams, and cross the
river but once or twice. The settling up of
that section will make the construction of a
road without delay almost a neoessity.

The schools at Bunkerville opened a week
ago last Monday, There are now two de-

partments, Mrs, Martha Cox presiding in
the senior, and Miss McArthur, ef St.
George, ip the junior. Miss McArthur
passed an examination tiers year ago and
is said to havs passed admirably oq the ex
amination papers sent down by the Stat
Board.

facturer of September 20, 1894, the follow-

ing editorial notice:
"The Planter has received Bulletin No.

23 of the University of Nevada Experiment
Station, and it is simply surprising to see
the wonderful results had there in sugar
beet production during the last three years.

"Omitting six analysis of unripe beets in
1893, which were made only to determine
the progress of ripening, the entire lot of

analysis for the three years ave rage in per-
centage as follows:

1891. 1893. 1893.
Sucrose 13.20 IS. Co 14.3
Total solids 17.17 17.71 17 62
Parity 76.87 80.76 80.76

"This ia a somewhat extraordinary record
and shows what our so called arid lands in
the mountain States can do in sugar beet
and beet sugar production. If the investi-
gations in Nevada during the last three
years had shown that some of the beets
could be depended upon to reach these high
analysis they would have been most satis-

factory, but the whole average for each year
has been high as stated, and in many in-

stances the percentage of sucrose in the
beet juice was above 20, and in several in-

stances above 21.
"It scaroely requires much giftof prophecy

to foretell the early and immense develop-
ment of the beet industry in Colorado,
Idaho, Utah, Nevada, Wyoming, Montana,
and California. These States seemingly
have the climate, the soil, and the water to
produce beets far superior in quality to
those of Central Europe,"

The above is very encouraging to those
connected with the work in this State, and
it seems that it ought to be an incentive to
our people to foster this industry and make
it one of the leading factors in building up
the intereata of this great State,
