Curled Horsehair For Market.
South America furnishes the greatest

amount and best quality of curled horse-
hair, used for filling mattresses and
stuffing furniture. Ou the wide pampa
many 'thousands of horses ore bred
especially for the bair of tbeir niaues
and tails. These between the round nps,
wbicb sometimes do not occur iu three
or four seasons, grow to great length,
but owiug to tbe lack of care and the
state of the "camps," as the open coun-

try is called, the bair is usually tangled
in what seems an iuextricablemass. All
over the camps glow many kinds of
burs and thistles, and tbe animals as
tbey graze or roll themselves ubont be-

come covered with tbeui. Their coats
aro iiiitun:ly rcugb, tint hair growing
iu nil uneven, shaggy way. Stock all
over with burs ami with mane and tail
matted into nearly nuwieldy masses,
the poor creatures present a comical

After tbey are shorn tbey
seem to delight iu the freedom of crop-
ped necks ami short tails.

Tbo bair when cut off is freed from
dirt and lougbuess of all kinds and
wound iuto ropes, by which means it is
made .curly. It sells for 88 cents or 4 H

cents a pound. Tbo longest strands are
kept separated nud used for horsehair
