As to the second question, whether
the said property must be sold by
tup county Treasurer as an entirety,
or can be segregated and sold, I find
a dimrtli of authority upon the sub
ject, but I believe none is feoessary.

The following citation from the
authority hereafter cited may aid in
the solution of the question: "When
the State conveyH to a private person
land which is acquired at a tax sale,
he will take it iu the same condition
in which the State held it, subject to
the same equities and defenses."

Such ,land is not bought for
speculative purposes or for corpor-
ate uses, but as a means of enforcing
the collection of taxes. Black on
Tax Titles 2nd Ed. 301; Martin vs
Barbour 140 W. S. C34; 11 Sup. Ct.
Rep. 944.

It appears that tne right-of-wa- y

and improvements on the grade
mentioned were assessed as an en-

tirety and sold to the County Tre-
asurer as an entirety. The right-o-f

way is a franchise subject to taxation
A franchise is a particular privilege
conferred by! grant from a Govern-
ment and vested in individuals.
Though taxable privilege.something
mat the eye cannot see, can be

segregated, sold or assigned in frag-
ments. The power to sell a mile of
a right-of-wa- y sixty miles in length
would be more than dangerous. The
remainder might be rendered valu-les- s;

its exercise might prevent the
construction of a railroad, destroy
competition, hinder the development
of a county and be productive of

gross fraud and injustice.
My opinion, therefore, is that the

said right-of-wa- y and improvements
should be sold as an entirety by the
said Treasurer upon giving due
notice.

As to the last question, I bolieve
it is well settled that a void sale does
not divest the lien for the tax.

after first giving legal notice?

2. Can the said property be sold
as an entirety; or can it be aegro
gated, and the part so segregated
be sold separately?

3. Can the taxes assessed against
said property for" the year 1894, up
to and including 1900; be collected;
it appearing from the records that
said property has been assessed for
each of these years to the County
Treasurer of said county, who hold
the same in trust for the County and

. State?
As to the first questidn propounded

it appears that during the year 1893
the 0. S. L. and U. N. It. It. com-

pany's right-of-wa- y and improve-
ments on their grade in Lincoln
county were assessed at a valuation
of one hundred thousand dollars; in
default of payment suit was brought,
judgment obtained, the property
was regularly sold to satisfy the
same, and at the sale, in default of

any other bidder, it was bid in by
the County Treasurer to bold it in
trust for the county and State. The
time of redemption having expired,
a deed was duly executed and de-

livered by the Sheriff of said county
to the Treasurer thereof as required
by law.

Upon this state of facts I am of
the opinion that the County Treas-

urer "has no right to make, execute
and deliver to any purchaser an ab-

solute deed of said property upon a

bare order entered upon the record
of the proceedings of the Board of

County Commissioners without any
public notice of the sale. Board of

County Commissioners are of special
and limited powers and must always
exercise their powers as prescribed
by the Legislature. Hess vs Cora.

County Commissioners have no

power beyond those expresslly
granted by the Legislature. Waitz
vs Ormsby Co. 1 Nev.

By virture of the Act creating a

Board of County Commissioners in
the several counties of the State
and defining their duties and powers,
the Board can only make an order
to sell the property of the county at

publio auction at the Court House
after public notice (in the same
manner as required by law for the
sale of like property on execution,)
and cause to be conveyed any pro-

perty belonging to the county. Sec.

If County Commissioners attempt
to exercise any power otherwise than

The requirements of our Statute,
that the sale should be upon notice
at public auction, are mandatory
upon the county officers.

In the case of Lyon county vs.

Ross all the statutory provisions of
