terprise. In the Los Angeles Herald

is printed a deuial by Mr. Clark that
the Oregon Short Line has ben
leased or purchased by the San

Pedro.
When the attention of Mr. Clark

was drtwa to the fact hot the gen-

eral impression existed that au ami-

cable understanding had been
reached between the Salt Lake road
and the Oregon Short Line over

right of way, and that this could
bate been carried to the exterme. in

the assertion that his road had pur-
chased the Oregon Short Line, Mr.
Clark said:

"In order to remote this impres-
sion the faot can be stated that a

business understanding between
ourselves and the Oregon Short Line

has been reached. This arose from
demand for the right of way

through the Meadow valley wash,
for which both reads contended.
The wasn is 115 miles long and runs

cross the ribs of aoores of ranges
of mountains that jut into the very
narrow valleys. Whatever geological
freak, oaused this structural condition

, o! the surface of the desert oountry,
so one may know, but we know that
in that short distance the opposing
surveys of both roads crossed and

route, and in cases where the dis-tano- a

is only thirty or forty feet from
rook to rook the points will be

blasted away, the oars of each road

passing each other within their own

shadows. This was purely com-

mercial and has no traffic signifi-
cance."

Regarding the future and the con-

struction of the Salt Lake route, Mr
Clark said that the line would not

completed before January, 1903.
"The faot is," Mr. Clark continued

"that the completion of such an
terprise in two yesrs will be re-

tarded aa an achivement in railroad

circles, as we have many physical
difficulties to overoome From the

present outlook of the iron market

been placed. We shall push the line
and do our work In first-cla- ss fashion
so that when completed a stable sys
tern is at once crested."

At present tne roadbed of the Salt
Lade road is completed to Rio Honda
ten miles east of Los Angeles, while
the grading as far as Ontario is al

most completed. The first steel

bridge of the line is being ereoted
between those points. Mr. Clark

say that no definite route has been

elected north and east from Ontario.
