EARL YEARS OF GREAT MAN.

Livingstone's Strusjles to Acquire an
Education.

"At the age of ten," wrote Living-
stone, in his autobiography. "I was
put Into the factory as a 'piecer," to
aid by my earnings in lessening her

my mother's anxiety. With a part
of my first week's wages I purchased
Ruddiman's 'Rudiments of Latin,"
and pursued the study of that lan-

guage for many years afterwards with
nnabated ardor at an evening school,
which met between the hours of eight
and ten. The dictionary part of my
labors waa followed up till twelve
o'clock, or later, if my mother did not
Interfere by jumping up and snatch-
ing the books out of my hands. I

had to be back in the factory by six
in the morning, and continue my
work, with intervals for breakfast and
dinner, till eight o'clock at night. I

read In this way many classical auth-
ors. . . . My reading while at
work was carried on by placing the
book on a portion of the spinning-jenny- ,

so that I could catch sentence
after sentence as I paused at my
work." This was how Dr. Livingstone
started his remarkable career.

tally was badly burned about the head,
shoulders and back. He was rescued
from what would have been certain
death by two citizens who discovered
the fire.

Louis Roquela of Colombia, South
America, a student at Notre Dams
(Indiana) university, shot and killed
Claude A. Bagby of Durango, Colo.,
when Bagby and several other stui
dents, as a practical joke, held up1

Roquela, mistaking him for another
person.

A special to the Helena Record from
Washington say s Senator Carter has
succeeded in inducing the secretary
of the interior to proceed with the
construction of the St. Mary's, irri-
gation project, which has been held
up by complications with the Cana-
dian government.

Withdrawal from public entry and
settlement of 737,280 acres of land in
Washington were ordered by the gen-
eral land office last week.

to overthrow the .government arms
and administers a defeat from which

is not believed in government cir-

cles the revolutionaries can quickly
recover.

Now that the smoke cf battle Is

clear'.rg away 4he utter hopelessness
of the conflict seems to be apparent.
The populace held aloof and not a sin
gle mi'itary unit actually joined the
revolutionaries. Even the general
strike crumbled under their feet by
their challenging and precipitating a
conflict before the proletariat organi-
zations have been so demoralized and
disrupted by the blow and by the ar
rest of their most able leaders that it
would be impossible for them to- - at
tempt the coup planned for the anni-

versary of "Bloody Sunday." In des

peratlon undoubtedly the revolution
aries will again have recourse to acts
of terror, which they will spring at the
most unexpected moment.

FOUL CRIME IN NEVADA.

Man's Throat Cut and Attempt Made
to Burn Hia Remains.

Ogden, Utah. Trainmen In the em-

ploy of the Southern Pacific Railroad
company runlng out of Montello, Nev

and into Ogdon, brought the story here
to the effoti that an awful crime had
been committed near Montello some
time Thursday night.

An unknown man, apparently a

tramp, beating his way across the
state, was foully murdered, his throat
being cut from ear to ear. After this
butchery the guilty parties placed his
lifeless body upon a pile of railroid
ties and attempted to cremate it. The
body was bodly burned by the fire
but not sufficiently to prevent possible
Identi:ication and the manner In which
the victim came to his death.

NO ULTIMATUM SENT.

France Waiting for Venezuela to
Recognize M. Tafgny.

Paris. The foreign office says no
ultimatum has been sent to Venezuela
and considers that the reports In cir
culation to that effect are the out-

growth of the conferences between
Secretary Root and Ambassador

concerning further Instructions
to be sent to Minister Russell at Cara
cas. The officials here say the re
sumption by Venezuela of diplomatic
relations with the French charge
d'affaires, M. Taigny, is essential as
preliminary to considering the other
questions In dispute.

Eight Days In a Mine.

Wilkesbarre, Pa. After being en
tombed in a mine for eight days Jo-

seph Davis, a Pole, was rescued Fri-

day unconscious but soon revived."

Davis entered the mine Dec. 20, and
got lost in the underground workings.
He wandered away from one working
to another, all the time getting farther
away from the opening. He hid a
well filled dinner pall and for the first
four days nte sparingly of the con-
tents. When the food was gone he
drank tej for two days. Then he ate
scraps of tread that had been thrown
away by miners.

Killed His Father-ln-La-

Northport, L. I. At the inquest held
here Friday over the body of Bartley
T. Horner, who was shot and killed
by his son-in-la- Dr. J. W. Simpson,
a New York deintist, Simpson was
held on a charge of murder by the
coroner and was taken at once to a
prison at Rivers Head. Sensational
development came out at the Inquest.
The autopsy disclosed that there were
two bullet wounds in the dead man's
body about four to six Inches apart.

Copper Put Them Out.

Boston. The recent rise in copper
stocks on the Boston stock exchange
was an Important contributing cause
to the suspension on Friday of the
stock brokerage firm of H. R. Leighton
& Co., which assigned for the benefit
of its creditors. Although the firm
is not a member of any stock ex-

change, the assignment was adjudged
of considerable Importance from the
fact that the firm has some forty
branch offices, all but three of them
in New England cities and towns.

Burlington Charged With Paying Re- -

bates.
Chicago. The federal grand jury

on Friday returned an Indictment
against the Chicago, Burlington &

Quincy railroad, Darius Miller, first
vice president, and C. G. Burnham,
foreign freight agent, on the charge
of granting railroad rebates. The in-

dictment charges that the rebates
were all granted to the United States
Steel Products company of New York,
a subsidiary company to the United
States Steel company.

Hart Sent Up for 45 Years.

a wealthy resident of St. Louis, who

pleaded guilty two weeks ago to the
murder of Irene Klowkow, ten years
of age, in his residence In Rogers
Park last October, was sentenced on
Friday by Judge Barnes in the crim-
inal court to forty-fiv- e years In the
penitentiary.
