STUDENTS OF VESUVIUS.

————

Man of Sciance Who Have Held to
Their Posts Amidst the
Awful Uphenvals,

Slg. Mattoucel, director of the rayal
obssrvatory, In refusing to quit his
perilous post, pear the crater of Ve-
suvius, only toliowed the axample of
his predecessors, During the tremen-
dous outbreak of April, 1873 Big
Palmierl stood by his [nstruments
amid smoke and showers of red-hot
stones, while two immense streams of
lava, diverted by the rock on which
the observatory stood, flowed by om
each side. The first student of Vesu-
vius of whom there I8 any record, the
elder Pliny, may be sald to have start-
ed the trudition of selantific eoolness.
It is known on the auathority of his
nephew that |t was “phllosophical
curfosity” which led him to his doom
on the Vesuvian plals In that awful
year of T8 A. D,

“When hastening to the place from
which others fled with the utmost ter-
ror,” the nephew wrote, “he steered
his direct courss to the point of dam-
ger, and with so much calmness amd
presence of mind as to be able W
make and dictate his observations
upon the motion and fAgure of that
dreadful scene.” The brave old phi-
losopher retired to rest that night in
the house of a distracted friend.
Pliny was so lttle disturbed that he
“fell into a deep slesp, for, being pret-
ty fat, and breathing hard, those who
attended without actuoally heard him
snore.”

But Vesuvius Increased In violence,
and the party had to take to the open
flalds, with pillows on thelr heads
(ted on with napkine), ns a protec-
tlon against the storm of stonss. But
after all Vesuviua dealt mércifully
with the man who left his safs quar-
ters at sea for the work of study and
research, for his body was afterward
found, as the famous letier to Tacltus
talls, “without any marks of violence
upon It, exactly in the same posture
In which he fell, and looking more
like a man aslesp thun dead."
