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Warring Central American
Republics Will Try to

Settle Differences

Guatemala Is Blamed for the Recent
Revolution, the Charge Being

Made That 8he Has Been for
Long Time Looking

for Trouble.

Washington. The armistice be-

tween the warring Central American
republics went into effect at 6 o'clock
Wednesday morning.

Mr. Munoz, the Guatemalan minis-
ter, called at the state department on

Wednesday and announced that he
had been advised by his government
of the selection ot three commission-
ers and a secretary to represent
Guatemala at the peace conference.
They will go to San Jose, Guatemala,
in time to board the Marblehead.

The Guatemalan minister, Senor
Munoz, Is much annoyed by reports
from Salvadorean points that Guate-
mala continued fighting after It. had
agreed to cease hostilities. "Such
stories are absolutely without founda-
tion," he said.

President Escalon's special repre-
sentative, American Consul General
John Jenkins, has arrived In Washing-
ton from San Salvador and has been
in consultation with Assistant Secre-
tary of State Bacon respecting the

of peace between the
hostile Central American republics.
Mr. Jenkins, though an American of-

ficial, was requested to come to Wash-
ington when It appeared that Guate-
mala was about to invade Salvador In
relation to the alleged breach of neu-
trality by that country as an Incident
to the revolution. The state depart-
ment consented that he should make
the trip, and since his arrival he has
been advising the state department as
to the true state of affairs In Central
America. The pith of his statements
in this case Is understood to be that
Guatemala has been for a long time
past intent on picking a quarrel with
Salvador and now has seized on this
pretext for the attack.

JAPS TRYING EXPERIMENT.

Have Undertaken the Nationalization
of the Country's Industries.

Washington. According to advices
received by the bureau of manufac-
tures, the Japanese government has
undertaken one of the greatest experi-
ments in the world's history which in-

dicates a clear purpose to protect, su-

pervise, develop and nationalize all
Japanese industries. It is stated that
the provision for the nationalization
of railways was but a single step In
the great plan of Industrial national-
ization toward which the country Is
fast approaching. '

The movement for MancHurlan na-
tionalization has received careful at-
tention, and it is now proposed that a
company shall be formed by the nt

and private capitalists Joint-
ly for the purpose of operating the
railroads, forests and mines in Man-
churia. If successful along the lines
Japan Is now working, it Is stated that
the Individuals and corporations of
America that are striving for the
trade of the Orient will discover that
they are not competing for this trade
against individuals and corporationsof Japanese, but that they are in com-
mercial conflict with the Japanese na-
tion itself.

dia, who has been ill for some days,
died at 5:40 o'clock Wednesday even-
ing.
