“The reports made by the engineers
in the employ of the general land
office and of the forest service show
that in a very large number of the
cases (he returns made by Uniged
States deputy mineral surveyors as
Lo survey Hunes and distances, loca
tlon and extent of lmprovements are
{naceurate; that quite frequently the
overvaluation of mining improvments
i8 such us to preclude bellef that
the same were errors of judgment,
It is underatood, of course, that these
overvaluatlons are not the rule, and
that the great body of deputy miner:
al surveyors endeavor to make a fair
and impartial return of thelr surveys.

“However, In any future case, where
the survey returns are inaccurite or
the improvements not correctly de-
seribed or fairly valued, the commis-
sion of the deputy mineral surveyor
will be suspended, until such time
as satisfactory explanation is given
of the fallure (o make correct re-
turns.
