Hut when the white men cume t'ee
valley became quickly filled and the
huffnlo were killed and the antelope
disappeared, and we who were the
Oosliites could not Hnir meat to eat
or grain on which to live.

So the oldest chiefs held a comjt'll
and the pipes were lighted and grtfve
words were spoken and the medic ine
men brewed their herbs for a greut
decision. And finally it was decided
that a hunting expedition should he
made to the southlands, and prayers
were offered to Manltou and a big
party was organized.

And at that time I was a hoy, just
big enough to Join the wiarriors, hut I
had not yet counted my first coup, ijnd
I was to go on the expedition. And
so the party started southward and
we journeyed for eight days until we
came to the great twin mountains lit
the strange southlands. There buffalo
were plentiful and we camped for the
night, for the next day was to be the
hunt.

In the niornlng, after we had nindo
prayer to Manltou, we stnrted on our
hunt and by noon we found the herd,
and the warriors on their ponies gave
chase and ninny buffalo were killed.
And the warriors rejoiced to see so
much nient and everyone was happy.

But when we came to skin the buf-
falo strange things happened. For
every one of the bensts parried a
brand, stamped on the shoulder, and
all the brands were alike, and they
were strange In character, tind there
was no one who could read them or
knew the meaning.

The leaders were frightened and no
one knew what to do. And even the
medlflne men and the wisest chiefs
were unable to read the strange brand
or tell who placed them there, for
there were no white men In the land,
and no tribe that used a brand, and
besides no one had ever before seen a
buffalo that was branded.

And the warriors were much afraid,
and they said that It was the mark of
the strange gods who dwelt on the
Twin Peaks, and that the buffalo be-

longed to them and that no one dared
eat of their meat, else trouble would
surely come.

It myself, long years ngo when I wits
but a boy and was on my first hunting
party with my people who are the
Ooslutes.

Note. The above story was told the
writer by Buckskin Charley, head chief
at the L'te reservation at Ignaclo, Colo.
The story is a common one with the
older men of the tribe. Apparently
the hunting-- party found the strange
buffalo In southern Colorado near the
Spanish Peaks (Twin Peaks). The
Utes, us history records, were natives
of eastern and northern Colorado.

of applying water to land have been
studied In the principal Irrigation
sections. Investigations have also
been made of the rise of ulkill and
the capacities ef drainage ditlches
and tiles.

The Irrigation district, the report
says, liis been rapidly growing in fa
vor ;.o a form of reclaiming arid
land or for improving existing irri
gation systems. The bureau has aid
ed a number of Western States In

perfecting laws relating to districts,
and last year a careful study was
made of the operation of the lrri
Ration district law in each of the
States. Much valuable work has
teen done by the bureau In finding

'he cost of obtaining n water suppb
for arid lands. Frequently it Is les;
than the farmer's expense of pre-i- f

ring his land for Irrigation, pur
chasing equipment, and building tin
n ecessa ry Improvements.
