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TAYLOR MUST WAIT. 

Judge Gislî 'y Will Not Snntencn Him Until 
Aug. 1.5. 

PIERRE, S. D., June 24 —Judge 
Gafi'y heard arguments in the Taylor 
case in chamber session. Ho holds that 
he cannot legally sentence Taylor out 
of the regular session and will hear his 
plea Aug. 13 in îe^u ar s s;:'ou. Tay­
lor will be taken b -1 ore the juige and 
the amount of bond lixed for his ap­
pearance. He says no matter what the 
amount is placed at he will not attempt 
to give it, but will go to jail. The gov­
ernor will issue no pardon to save citi­
zenship, ai the statutory proceedings 
last winter made such an act unneces­
sary, restoring cit'zcnship when good 
time is earned. 

LOSES THE CITY'S MONEY. 

Treasurer of South St. Paul Under A next 
for Defalcation. 

ST. PAUL, June 24.—.T. W. Stapf, 
city treasurer of South St. Paul, was 
placed under arrest upon a warrant 
sworn out by Mayor Fitch, charging 
him with having shortage in his ac­
counts. From other city officials it was 
learned that Stapf s shortage amounts 
to about $11,500. In an interview Stapf 
said he had lost the money in unfor­
tunate investments in live stock and in 
a manufacturing plant.
