lines are clearest, of course, when the 
shadows and light play properly upon 
it, but at the distance mentioned, and 
in the proper direction, the portrait is 
plainly visible at all times. The face is 
on the back of the stone, and the eyes 
ire so set as to appear to be looking 
down upon the grave of the person to 
whose memory the shaft was erected. —
