The preaident bas issued a*proclama­
tion appointing Thursday, Nov. Kti 
Thanksgiving day. 

Colonel Vincent, Captain Muuson 
and Assistant Surgeon Lauderdale have 
retired from the army. 

A postoffice has been established at 
Oohring, Mcintosh county, N. D., with 
Jacob Gohring as postmaster. 

The trensury lost $1,351,000 in gold 
Monday, which leaves the true'niuount 
of the gold reseflve fl lô,412,507. 

Coinage for October was as follows : 
Gold, |6,786,5«); silver. $2,844,00«; 
minor coin, $06,000; total, $s,tills,40U. 
Of the silver coined. 2,450,000 were 
istaudard silver dollars. 

The three battteships now under con­
struction will betknowu as the Alabama, 
Illinois and Wisconsin. The gunboats 
will bear the names Annapolis, Mari­
etta, Newport, Princeton, Viekaburg 
and Wheeling.
