NEW ARMY RATION
GRANT HAKES TEST AND O. L'S EMER¬

GENCY PRODUCT.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 30..
During the recent three day physical
tests of army officers. Major General
Frederick I) Grant, commanding
the dqmrtment of the east, tried out
the new emergency ration. General
Grant carried three packages, one

for each day and returned with two
of the packages unopened, having
used but one on .the entire ride.
Th« general says he suffered no in¬
convenience whatever and found the
ration sufficient in all respects.
The new 'emergency ration is com-

posed of chocolate liquor, nucleo
.tcwein, malted milk, dessicated egg,
sugar and cocoa butter. Each box
contains three cakes, one c*ke being
sufficient for a meal.

BETS ARE GOBBLED UP.

New York. Oct, 20..This was the
liveliest betting day of the campaign
on the New York stock exchange.
Several brokerage houses came forth
with Stimton money, which was

eagerly gobbled up at the prevailing
odds of 2 to 1. It is estimated that
nearly $<>0,000 was wagered. The
largest bet record was one of $4,000
to $2,000.
A bet of $2,500 to $10,000 was

offered that New York, New Jersey,
Connecticut and Ohio will go Demo-
cratic.
