ft nol necessary to bejudged of alone

y tttr-number or arra* of troop#. Hut
there must br a conspiracy to resist by
force and actual resistance by fore* of
arms or intimidation or numbers. Tliio
conspiracy and the insurrection connec-

ted with it mud be to the rff ct some-

thing of a public nnturt, to overthrow
th" government, or to nullify some law
iiI the United States, and totally to bin-
der itf execution and compel in repeal.
A band of smugleri may be said to si t

the laws at defiance and to have con-

spired together for that purpose, and to

resist, by armed force, the execution
ofthe revenue lnw>j they may have bat-
tle with the officers of tile revenue, ill
which numbers may be killed on both
o'di-s, and yet they will not be guilty
of treason, because it is not an insurrec-
tion uf a public nature, but tnereW for
private lucre or atlvr.ntsgr.
A whale neighborhood of debtcrs may

conspire together to resist the Sli-nff
ami hit officers in executing process on

their property-they may perpetrate
their resistance by lotce ol arms; may
kill the officer anil liis usiflants"-and
yet they will be liable only as Mom,
and not as traitors. The insurrection is
of a private, not ol apublic nature; their
object it to hinder or remedy a private,
not a public grievance^
A number ol fugitive stives may in-

feat a neighborhood, and may be encour-

aged by the neighbors in combining to

resist the capture ol any of their num-

ber; they may resist with lorce and arms

their mister or the public officer, who
may come to arrest them; they may
murder and rob them; they are guilty of
felony and liable to punitbwent, but not
a« traitors. Their insurrection is lor a

private in cuinrcted with no public
purpose.

It is true that constructively they may
h».mU io resist the execution of ffce fu-
gitive slave laws, but in tin other sense

than life smugglers resist the revenue

laws, and the anti-renter* the executive
Uws. Their insurrection, their violence
however great their numbers may be so

tone ai it is merely to attain some per-
sonal 01 private end of their own, can-

not h» rilled hvyiitg war. Alexander
th'e ftreat rmvb«* < lii-ed with robbers br
moia'istt, but atill the p-ilitical <1 inline-
linn u ill remain between war ami rob-
b- rv. One is pu'ilic and national, the
other private and personal.
